Yesterday aftcrnoon at half-past ooe o'clock
Mr. H. C. Jareett, in fuil dress, with Commo
dore Joseph Tooker at his side, stood in the
vestibule of Booth’s Theatre to receive the
ladies and gentlemen coonected with the dra-
watic profession, who had been iovited by the
wanagers of the theatre and by the leading
male and female members of Booth's company,
to assist with their presecce at a special mati-
pee of “‘Julius Ce-ar,”’ given io their hooor.
It was originally intended by Mr. Tooker, who
originated and managed the affair, to bave io-

vited only about 240 persons of both sexes,
who comprise the present working force of
compasies belonging to different metropnlitan
places of amuscment: but requests for seats
from tuodreds of uniovited wembers of the
profession flowed in so rapidly that 893 tickers
were granted, the majority of the recipicuts
being ladies. Over 3u0 applications had to
remain unapswered, such was the desire to
witness the spectacle among the diseiples of
sock and buskin. The cash receipts Ircn
laymen were $1,600, Special music had
been arranged for the occasion by Signor
Operti, leader of the orchestra, and a
very handsomely executed progrumme,prioted
in blue ink, with the motto, from Hawlet, *Sce
the players well bestowed,”” was appropriately
issued to each guestby Maoager Tooker at the
opening of the performance. The cowmpany who
enacted *‘Julius Casar’”’ declared 1o a Herald
representative that they pever bufore had per-
formed betore so critical and so exastiog, and
yet so kiod ao andieucsT Shortly atter the as-
cent of the curtain in the first act, when Cassi-
us, (Mr. Lawrence Barrett,) Brutus, (Mr, E.
L. Davenport,) Antony, (Mr. F. C. Bangs,)
aud Julius Caesar, (Mr. Milnes Levick) appear
10 the sceae together, the leader of the orches-
tra handed from his box three laurel crowns,
bound with white silk ribbon, to Messrs, Bar-
rett, Bangs and Daveoport, and they were
placed on tbeir heads amid one of the most ex-
citing scenes that wasever witnessed in Booth's
or ig any other theatre. Mr. Barrett came
forward io the statuesque garb ot Cassius and
was réeeived with a grand ovation, to which he
only bowed, being quite overwhelmed with his
reception, and in turn Mr. Davenport, Mr.
Bangs aod Mr. Levick were the recipicots of
the most enthusiastio greetings from the au-
dience. The cheering and clapping of hands
continued for several minutes, until the actors
were allowed to go on with the play.—.New
York Herald.
