Men and wowmcen were
groaniog, children were shriekiog, aod by the
gasps aod deep gurgiivg ot some of the women
and children I koew they were beiog smotber-
ed to death, We pulled out all we could, and
worked as fast as we could, but it seemed that
they piled up os fast as we jerked thew out,
aud some were so tightly wedged e we could’ ot
budre them an inch cither way.

face flattcned agaiost tle fl or, and her tongue,
which protruded two or three inches, being
trampled on by others trying to work thews-

They would cateh mesby the legs aod try to
pull thewselves out that way, and we were all
in dunger every second of goiog down with the
whol: ecrowd.
