an angry public opinion th:.t were lashing the
ba-e of this Capitol. His object whs to get at the
truth and justice of the case. As Martin Luther
said on a memorable occasion, he should do his
duty as he understood it, if there were as many
devils.it fVorra* as then were tiies upon the
houses, so he meant to do his d .iy i:i th s case,
regardless of outside clamor a^d excitement.
He said is district v -s not boiiing over with
thi>t excitement on this subject wuich was said
to exist in this city, lie wa- responsib e for his
course to ins constituency and they expected
him to act conscientiously. He complimented
the Senators who h»d spoken in favor of trie
minority reD'-rt on tbe abse.ee from their re¬

marks of heated partisa: ship. Ho said this is
not a mere contest between two individua s,
Knight and Johnson. It is more Knight does
not claim the seat, but stands as a relator t" the
people oi this Senatorial District, asking only a

rem s*ion of the election to the people. Senator
HncUir protested against such an abnegation
by the Senate of its high duties and responsibil¬
ities. To do so w uld not only be to :a.: to meet
manfuliy the expectations of the constituent
body, but would again stir up strife in the met-
rop« i'Un d.strict. He referred lo he prot ected
sessions and arduous labors of the committee,
and s&id that it? report should be respected and
relied upon. That report recognized the right
of General Johns n to the sent. In tho pro¬
gress of debate tne case had been narrowed
down to the questions connected with th»- first
precinct of Jefferson ward. He admit.ed the
fraud at that precinct, and dii not intend to

mitigate jr extenuate :t. But it wassucn a fraud
as could b*- and had teen measured and ei'mi-
nnt.'d. Such being the case, and tbtre being a
clear majority .or .Johnson after the iiminati >n
"of the fraud, r. coul: aot be fairly claimed that
the election shouid be sot aside. He then pro¬
ceeded to read Vaiden's testimony in the case.
He rend and commented upon it in so comic a

manner as to excite much merriment. He con¬

tended that according to the testimony Vaiden
had no taken more than four drinks.not
enough to topple over your average Senator.
He gave his theory of tne } urpose o! the search
ing examination t-> which Vaiden had been sub
jocted. H*d he been as drunk as the otaer side
claimed, inst'-ad of se-ing one ballot box h'j
would have seen a number of thorn He at-ktd.
alter reading the testimony, if anybody couid
say th*it there were --uch disorders and frauds
at the pr.-cinc >»s wouid ju tity setting aside the
election? He said no jury would hang a dog
upon the testimony used to discredi. and destroy
the election » ffioers. Of course there w%e fraud,
but who committed it? It had not been fixe,
on tho election officers He argued .hat it nrght
have oeen committed by others who wore pre¬
sent. He denied that there was what s known
as ballot box s: tfi ig, and gave a humorcu* de

Ascription of that proccss as practiced in some
States. He c. nt-nde j that the election otlic rs
should be presumed to be honest until guilt was

brought home to them, and re:erred to their re¬
cent trial and acquittal before a court of justice.
He traced what be designated as the boundary
of the fraud that had been committed, and said
that being tnus measured and eii ninated, and
there being enough ballots to sh"w Johnson's
election, the a-.-at should be given to him. Wbo
committed the fraud was one of those inscrutab e
mysteries th »t cannot be penetrated. He ap-
p.ied what he called the cruciai test to the facts
and figures, and said mat before it the exagge¬
rate.: and ramified frauds disappear. He ?p kv
in a highly eulogistic manner ot the majority
retort and o! its distinguished author. H ; raid
the report w«s like Parian marb:e inia.d with
poiisned gold. He protested against invoking
tnat Kind o; ge erai equity which had been re
lerrei tu. Equity foiiows the iaw, and in this
case both met. \ou m y drive General Jonn-
s.n irom bis seat; you :..ay be frightened into
beheading him by the muttering tuunders, but
he wtuid rot a'ssist, in doing so. He asked if the
best established pr.ncipi.s of iaw tiro to be sac-
riticed to passion and prejudice? If there was

anything ue sbuored it Whs persecution and .: p-
pression. H* comp.imented General Johnson
higniy on his industry, courtesy, abi'ity and in¬
tegrity, and said the Conservatives wouid rue
the day wnen they ejected him from the Senate.

Tax on Whiskey.
Ex-Governor Letcher will offer the follow- j

ing amendment to the proposed State tax bill: j

UpoD whiskey or other ardent spirits, in¬
cluding rectified liquor, wine, or any mixture of
them, there shall be imposed a tax of thirty-
five cents upon a gallon of proof liquor, or up¬
on any quantity less than a gallon, should such
a quantity be sold, a like tax; and upon male
liquor or cider a tax of ten cents a gallon shall
bv imposed, which shall be collected in the
following manner:

All whiskey or other taxed liquor, including
rectified liquor, sold iu tne Siate mu-t first
pas.- throusrii some licensed warehouse, to bo
licensed in the manner prescribed by the First
Auditor. Each distiller shail appropriate a

room for the purpose as shall each man buying
liquor from abroad or other States, or a cii-til-
ler. The owner aud State collector shall cacti
have a key. nor >hall any puss out ot the ware¬
house unless th i collector be present aud af-
fixe; stamps, with coupons atiaohed, represent¬
ing the quantity of such liquor iu the vessel,
these stamps and coupons co be paid for by ti.e
purchaser before ue withdraws the liquor. These
coupons shall represent the smallest quantity
ot liquor allowed to be sold at one time, the
quantity to be fixed by regulation ol the First
AUiitor. Whenever the liquor is sold whicu
the coupon represents, the coupon must be
cut off and returned to the collector, who shall
ail w the owner cents therefor, payable in
slumps. The vessel irotu which sale*# a: <. made
must have a s'amp uud c-uj-ons repro.scu ing
the amount of liquor it contains. it t..e man

he shall take a receipt frum the purchaser de¬

these coupons twice, or sell 1 q lor not repre¬
sented by them shall forfeit a sum not less
than $1U or more than $1.UUU (<ji which the
luloimci upoo wh).se evidence he is cuovict-
ed shall receive one-halt',) aud the offender
shall be imprisoned in a public j*il or peni¬
tentiary for a term of not less than ore or
more than twelve mouths. No public carrier,
Condu.tor of Mrs, captaiu of vessel or steam¬

boat, or person of any sort, shall deiver else¬
where than to a licensed warehouse, under
regulations to be prescribed by the First Au¬
ditor, uolessit had previously passed through
sucii warehouse with the koowiedge ot the
collector; and any persou who shall vioiate
this provisiou, upou eoDvicuoo thereof shall
pay a fi;e of uot less than or m ,»re
thae. '.unless the liquor iiuerly trans-
p.«rteu is worth more than the fine herein
iiiip -sed, iu which ca-e he shall pay doub.e
the arnouut of the value of the liquor thus

i illicitly delivered, instead of these lijes. The
iufo m.r upon wluse evidence conviction is
obtaiued shall receive half the amount of the
fine imposed, aud any person so .ffendiag
shall suffer imprisonment for a term of not
itss than mootns nor more than
m iQths.

«hall be held aud taken to I e, that alcoriolic
liquor which c;:. tains one-half its voiume of
alcohol .>! a sp-.cific gravity of seven thousauu
nine hundred and thirty-uine thousandths at
six'y degrees tahroui.eit. And the Auditor
of Puhiic Accounts, f;r ho detection and pre¬
vention of tiaud by poisons eugau- d in manu
f'tciurine or selling taxable liquors, is hereby
auth !i;z d to adopt such hydrometers and
gauniug instruments for ascertaining the quan¬
tity, gravity and strength of such distilled
spirits as he may deem necessary, and he may
prescribe rules at-d regulations to -ecuro a uni
form and e rrect .-ystom of inspection, mark¬
ing and guueing -uch spirits. Iu all sales of
spirit-hereaf.er made, a gadou shall be taken
to be a gailou of pro-, f spirits, according to >li
foregoing standard set forth and d.-c'ared tor
the iust ctiou aud gauging of spirits through¬
out the State.

iS-very person who rectifies, purifies or refines
distille spir .8 or wine- by any process, nod
every wh .iesitle or retail liquor dealer or com
pounder of liquors, who has in his possession
any still or loach tub, or w^o shall Keep j-.ny
other apparatus tor the purpose of rt-fi sing in

any manner distiiied spirits, shall be d-erned to
be ;i rcc'ifier, and shall be iiable in ali respects
a- the distiller to tne mani.ero: sale and storage,
and to the same tax is the distiller or vnnder, as
herein authorizjd, of w'nisKey or other ardent
spirits, w;ne, malt liquors, or any mixture of
any of them, and shail be subject to tho sam-
penalties for any violation of '.he provisions in
ressard to sale or storage as are herein imposed
in the case of the distiller. But the sal i r.'ct tier

than three months, and shail be wonted within

snali b- required under such regulations as shall
be p-( Seribed by the Auditor o Public Ac. U:.ts
But it these conditions be r.otcomplied with, tho
distillery sua ; b- =ubj jct tc the same laws as
the otbers. The bo.»k3 shall be liable to the in¬
jection ot th<> collectors; and each establish
merit shall prcS'-nt to the said officer an accurate
statement verified by both, of the kinu and
quantities of liquors so.d, the time when, and
tne peisoa to whom sold. The Auditor of Pub¬
lic Account; shall prescribe by regulation tne
manner of storing liquors in a licensed ware¬
house and of withdrawing them ,rom it >jt of
transporting them to another State for saie and
consumption ; also, in relation to the warehouse
tees. He shaii a;so regulate the ui»nner of keep¬
ing the ac.e/unts of the collectors; provided,
that these regulations shall be in conformity
with this law.
