To those acquainted with the history of this
couaty sioce the close of the late war, the 1o-
estimable blessings of our public sehool system
are very appareot, and should they hear ooe
deery the merits of that system, they would
conclude bim to be a fool or mudwas. The
truth of this staterent is nowhere more notiee
able thao amoog the colored people. Io 1866
there were searce half a dozen of thew able to
read, and now a mejority of the youoger ooes
are well advaoced iv the rudimeots, aod the
maoners aod morals of them are rapidly im-
proving, Their schovls are well attevded, the
Arlingtoo (colured) school, Miss Liane, teacher,
haviog a roll of 123 scholats, and fuliy voe huu-

dred attend reguiarly.

Excelsior Lodge, L. O G. T., of Arliogton,
guve an entertainment for the bevefit of Rev.
E. P. Phelps, at Columbia schoui house, iu
that village, last Wedoesday night. The pro
grsmme was begun by ano address by S. B.
Corbett, esq., wno began his address 1o a
pleasant and witty maoner, aod ended with au
eloquent appeal to the su lience Lo tz ke heed of
the great evils of intemy:crance and espouse the
cause of temperance. Prof. Messer, of Waush-
iogtno, aod his two sons and daughter, render-
¢d a quartette called “*Weeping Wilow,” aud
other pieces, serious aod comie, duriog the
eveniog,never failing towio roonds of applanse,
and often roars of laughter trow the sudience,
Miss Swith read the **Bridal Feast,” display
ing great elocutionary puwers; and lines like
these,

“(Oh shuo the poisroous bowl,
I'bat roios buth wiud aod sou!,”

to the young geotlemen, as spoken by the fair
reader, must have made some converts to tem-
persoce.
