his receipt; that whilst Ruffin was signing
the receipt his attention was called off.
and that, shutti« g up his book, he proceeded
to the discharge of his duties (Saturday being
a very Ousy day with him), oot noticing that
the thirty dollars due 6c«,it were missing.
Afterwards, upon b-iug applied tn by Settlor
the payment of the amount due him, he found
bis acO' uot short by thirty dollars, and bccame
appreneosive that he had lost or mislaid toe
warrant for the amount, but after more r*fl c-

tiou, and consultation with the stcond door¬
keeper and others, be became satined that
Ruffin had the money. He immediately, upon
arriving at that conclusion, sought Ruffia, but
learned that he h*d leit the city, and would
not return until Monday. On Ruffiu's returu
to the House, after 1 o'clock Monday, he ap¬
proached him add charged him with havitg
gotten the thirty dollars to which he was u«>c
eatitied. Ruffin appeared agitated aud con-

fu-'-d, and said that he wi.uld examine his ac

cnuits and see how the matter stood. No
suiution of the matter was then arrived at.
After a short interval Colonel Crittendeu
ugaiu sought an ioterview with Ruffiu, accom¬

panied by the second doorkeeper, aud alter a

short conversation, in which he reiterated the
charge, he int'rmed Ruffin that he wi>uld wait
lor him in the rotunda of the Capit >1.

short time Ruffin c; me out and gave him an

order for five days' pay, which was paid oo the
17<h instant.

bringing good luck or averting bad. but for
what conceivable reason than that the mouth
wns once regarded as the portal by which evil
spirits got into a man and by which alone they
could be forced to make their exit? The Mes-
salians used to make spitting and nose blowing
a p.irtof their religion, for they hoped thereby
to free themselves from the demons with which
they fancied the air to bj full This single case

contains, probably, the key to all the others.

possible, by felicitations and blessings ? One
