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Pride of Opinion.

It the force of the pride of opinion always
produced a death-desling result, there would
certaioly arise great distress and inconvenience
to society, for we, now and then, meet individ-
uals eogaged in the contests of the busioess of
communities whose minds are entirely given
over to an impression that they, par excellance,
are most eotitled to have the greatest defer-
ence paid their opinions, and who look upon
all who differ from them as too perverse for
tolerance, and ps too insufferable to be wortby
of the slightest respect. The mere veature of
calling into question the soundness of their
judgment, 18 eoough to forfeit their couate-
nance, and they regard those who oppose their
opinions a8 persoual eoemies, too obstioste to
merit even the ordinary amerities of life.
Such persons are ususlly so opivionated that
it scarcely ever oocurs to them that others
have an cquui_right to theiropivions, and that,
in all probability, ( T
are just as honorable and sino:re io their con-
olusions as they themselves claim to be. Hence,
unfairness is as much seen io the mental con-
cerns of life as it is in the business relations of
men, and in no partioular is it more evident
than in the intolerant spirit of opposition which
some persons evince towards those with whom
they differ in busivess, religion sod politios.
No feeling can be more uowortby of the iodi-
vidual who entertains it, or more uofair fo
those sgainst whom it is direoted; for, as it is
difficult to fiod two men exactly alke io exter-
pal physical appearance, so it is equally uo-
usual to find two of the same meotal at-
tributes,. who ex-mine abstract questions of
religion and politics in an identical man-.
per, and educe conolusions precisely the.
counterparts-of each other. Therefore man-
kind could not, if the trisl were made, be of
the same opinion oo’ all subjects, which bave
peither philosopbical nor mathematical stabili-
ty in the economy of the ratural order of things.
Nature too, delights in variety, and men vary
as much in particular or Bpecial resemblance
as the leaves of a tree,or the blades of the same
¢rass. 1t is the iopate attribute of men to thiok,
and it is their inberent and uocontrollable dis-
pesition to think differently, and it is just as
unchbaritable and uoreasonable for one man to
be an enemy of anotber because he differs with
him io bis opinions, 88 it would to be his ene-
my on account of the fact that he differs from
bim io physical sppesrasnce. The injunction
implied in the prineiple of freedom of opivion,
is charity and tolerance in the recogoition of
the operations of the differences of opioions,
and to feel under all circumstances that it is
not only consistent with a man’s pride of opin-
jon to be charitable acd tolerant towsrds those
who eptertain adverse views, but absolutely his
duty, as a reasonable being, not to allow the
streugth of his opioioos to interrupt the ordi-
pary amenities of life between himself and those
with whom he may differ on themes of religion
ani politics; for the man who has peither char-
ity nor tolerance for the opinions of others is
an uopleasant companion, a dissgreeable neigh-
bor, and a slave to selfishness, without know-
ing aught of the pleasure of that plessant
pastime and meotal profit, which arises from a
liberal interchange of opposite views and
opinions. _

When
its eyes had been unveiled twenty mioutes I
laced it and another tweoty feet from the sty.
