Col. iMercier tlnjn took the floor,and in a short
speech showtd to the satisfaction of all present,
that as the call had been properly circulated,) ho
meeting was just as competent to attend to the
interest of the Republican party as though
there were five hundred present. He there
fore moved that the meeting proceed to the
election of delegates, which motion was uuuut

uietisly carried.

A Visit io York fttivcrand W est Point.
A few days ago, whuo visitiug Washington.

New York to Virginia, but one-tnird cheaper.
Fuithermore, passengers and freight reacliiug
West tVint by steamers from the oceau aud
Chesapeake bay secure the best railroad facili¬
ties that can be fouud in Virginia for general
travel.

If the reader will take the trouble to examiue
u map of Viigiuia, he will see at a glance that
a perfect straight line can b-; drawn from the
ocean beiwecu Cape Charles and Cape Henry
to West Point at the head of York River, and
'hat the distaoce will uot exooedfeveuty miles.
