Japanese Coins..U je of the greatest cu

riosities in Japan to the stranger is the won¬

derful variety ot coins that are used daily, lo
some instances it takes 1,000 pieces to muke
one dollar. These are called "cash," aDd are

seldom received b/ foreigners, who, as a gene¬
ral ru'e, refuse to take them in change.
Imagine making a trade of five cents aud giv¬
ing a m in a fifty-cent piece, tneu receiving in
change 450 of these coppers. This coin is pe
culiarly made, liavioi: a j-quare hole in the
centre. They are abou< the size of our dime
pieces, and nearly two-thirds the thickness.
Next to this comes the quarter cent, then the
had*cent, eight-tenths oi a cent, aud the one

aud two cent pieces In silver coins they have
the oue. two, five, teo, twenty, fifty cent aDd
one dollar pieces. In ^old the one, two, five,
teu and twenty dollars, which are very pretty
coinages indeed. Next to this comes the «ov-
ernmetit series of paper money, in various lie
nominations, ranging from five cents to one

hundred dollars. I his money is made on quire
inferior paper to ours, and from k<. u ral ap-
p araoce will not last like the American uiouey.

proce.-s so simple aod inexpensive that it was

uut worth while making any stir about it. I'
would as soon have poplar, basswood, or quak¬
ing ash as any other kind of timber for fence
posts. Alter having b.-en wet seven years they
were as souud wheu they were taken out as

when they were tirst put in the ground. Time
aud weather seem to have no iff ct on them.
The posts can be prepared tor iess than two
cents apiece. This is the recipe : Take boil¬
ed linseed oil tnd stir in it pulverized charcoal
to the consistency of paint. Put a coat of this
over the timber, aud there is not a man who
will live to see it rot.
