The platform presents a fine appearanee, as
the Diplomatie « flcers and attaches are - fall
upilorw, aud there ate many wmilitary men
from all parts of the country present, The
orchestra was all in place before 10 o’elock, and
at preewsely 15 wioutes past 10 Gen. Hawley
waved his bandkerehicf, as w sigoal for the
eowmencement of the nationul airs of all pa-
tions.

At 20 minutes past 10 the Kaperor of Brazil
and party came to the pintlorm avd were loud-
ly cheered, The orchestra played the Brazil-
ian pational hywn as he mounted the steps,
and was greeted by Gen, Hawiey and cthersof
the Commission. The Kmperor wasin eit'zen's
dress, avd wore a decoration conceuled under
the lappel of his coat, The platform was, by
this time, much orowded, and wany guests
were unprovided with scats.

At 10:48 the signal was given for the music
to stop, aud 5 minutes later the Presideat, es:
corted by Gen, Hawley, advaueed to the front
of the platform aud was loudly oheered.  The
orchestra theo played “‘Hail to the Chieli”
during which time the President shook hands
with the Ewperor acd other guests. The
Philadelphia city troops, which cscorted the
President, filed dowu from the erand stand
aod somewhat relieved the pressure there.

At 10:56 Gen. Hawley gave the signal to
the orchestrs, which played Waener's Graud
Mareh. The wusic ciosed at 11:10, when Geo.
Hawley aonounced that Bishop Simpson would”
iuvuke Divine blessing. I'he conversation ceas
ed, aod throughout the prayer the entire as
somblage waintaived exeellent orlder, with the
exception of some of the wore distant portioos.

Mr. Welsh, President of the Centcoolal
Board of Finavce, theo, at 11:26, presented
the buildiogs to the United States Centeonial
Commission. The speaker was frequectly ap-
plauded. Ger. Hawley theo arose aod satd
the President of the Ceotennial Commissing
accepted the great trust confided to them by
the Buard of Fivaoce.

At 11:48 begao the presentation speeche
by Gen. Hawley, turniog the Exhibition butld-
ings over to the President of the United States,
who, at 5 wioutes of 12 o'clock, awid great
applause, delivered his speech, aceepting the
irust.  He concluded by declaring the Exhibi-
tion open. The Presidest was theno loudly
cheered, the Kmperor of Brazil risivg io bis
seal and joioiog 1o the demopstration, by wav-
ing his bat.

It is now estimated that there were oot far
from 100.000 people io the assewtlace at this
time. When the prayer w3 eoded, Whittier's
hymao wus suog with wagoificeat effrer aud
clieited loud applause. )

Board of Fivapes then at 11:26 presenied the
buildiogs to the Usited States Ceoteooial Cem-
mission. The speaker was [requently appluud-
