joyed the trip very inuob, but were somewhat
.disappointed by the deserted appearance of
the river above Baton Rouge-, they bavins
formed the opinion that the whole valley of
the Mississippi was almost entirely under culti¬
vation. Cairo and Memphis were passed at

night, so tiiat it was uot until Vicksburg \wh

reached that their Majesties had an opportuni¬
ty of seeing any of the secondary river towns.

The Etnperor refused topoon 9hore at Vieks
burg, as his visit would have delayed the
steamer, and afterwards he decided not to land
at auy point before reaching New Orleaus.u
resolution to which be adhered strictly. Stop¬
pages were made durini: day light at Naichez
and Baton Kouee. The Mayor of the latter
city telegraphed an iovitation to His Majesty
to pay au informal visit to the public ioftitu-
uonsofthe place, but it was declined with
thanks.

A< all the landing places alone the route the
steann r was iovaded by crowds of curious citi¬
zens of all classes and condition*, who took pos¬
session of the salooi^ and stared the imperial
visitors out ol countenance until the steamer's
bell would ring out the warning for the depar¬
ture, when our not over-w<'!come visitors wouid
scamper off and leave their Majesties iu peace.
The Emperor bore this inaction with stoic

fortitude, but it proved too much for the Em
pies? on one or two occasions, and Her Majes
ty was obliged to retire to her room to gt't tree
from the intrusive attentions of the paiti col¬
ored mob. At Nutchtz the iadies oame out in
force aud offered au agreeable contrast to the
visitors at the other points. They were ac¬

companied by a local prima donna who sang
a number of songs for tbe entertainment of
their Majesties.
The voyage from St. Louis here offered a

pleasautand welcome eba* g*« f rom the railroad
tiaveling of the preceding month, and though
the Emperor chafed alii tie under the delay in

coming di wo the river, he think* that takine
everything into consideration it has been an ad¬
vantage, because it afforded rest thut fie very
much ueeded. The tirs-t night on board the
steamer His Majesty's rest was very broken, but
the five day's repose which he i:as enjoyed has
luite restored him to his u-ual vigorous health.

l'he Empress is also well in health.
As the steamer Grand Republic passed the

chipping ou her arrival here a salute was fired
from a British steamer. Many sh'ps were

decked with buntiiigyaud as the Grand Repub¬
lic passed the shipping the Hans were dipped
in houor of the imperial visitors. His Maj sty
stood at the guard and acknowledged the sa¬

lute s.
l'he point selected for the landing w is near

tie foot of Canal street, where au immense

crowd had assembled. The municipal authori¬
ties had thought.'ully svut down a squad of po-
lice to keep order, but the people show d so

much good taste that fortunately the duties of!
the policemen were reduced to politely escort¬
ing the party to their carnages.

Their Imperial Maji sties w re immediately
driven to tbe St. Charles lintel, where apart¬
ments had been prepared tor them.
To morrow their Map sties will visit the chief

points of interest in the city. At three o'clock
