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lustriict ous to Mothers*.
Dr. C. W. Chaucelior, formerly of this city,

but uow secretary ot the Stale Board of Health,
of Maryland, published the following in the
Baltimore Suo of yesterday. It will be as in¬
structive to the mothers of this as to tho.-e of
the monumental city:
The observance of the following rules for the

management of iufants duri: g the hot season

may afford some protection and security agaiust
the ravages of that frightful malady.cholera
infantum.which is now prevailing so < xten-
eively and fatally in the city of Baltimore:
Bathe ehi d twice a day in tepid watei. If

it is feeble sponge it with tepil water or tepid
water aud viuegar. Let the clothing be light
and cool, aud so loose (hat the child may have
tree use of its limbs. At night bathe or sponge
it aud put oo a slip; iu the mortiiog repeat the
bathing or &poogiug, aud dress it in clean
clothes. Give tl*i child plenty of fresh air.
Iu the cool ot the moruiog aud eveuiog seud it
out ou the shady Mdeo of broad streets to the
public squares or purks. Make frequent ex¬
cursions on the water. It is txcessive heat
tnar destroys the hvts of young infants.

'lhc child should sleep by itself, it should
be put to bed at tegular hours. Without the
advice of a physician never give it any cordials,
carminatives,sOothiug syrups, or sleeping drops.
It the child frets and dots not sleep, it is either
hungry or ill. If ill it needs a physician. Never
quiet it by caudy or cake; they are the com¬
mon causes of diarrl ce i and other troubles.

Breast milk is the best food tor infants. Nurse
the child once in two or three houis during the
day, aud as seldom as possible during the nigh*.
Avoid giving the breast when over fatigued or
over-heated. It the child must be brought up
by hand it should be ted on milk diet alone.
that is, warm milk out of a nursing bottle.
Goats' unlk is the best, and. next to it cows'
milk. If the child thrives on this, no other
kind of food should be given while the weather
is hot. The nursing bottle must be kept per¬
fectly clcao; otherwise the milk will turn sour
and the child will be made ill.

If the milk is pure and-unskimmed it should
have one third part of hoc water add- d to it
until the child is three mootbs old; alter this
aee, the proportion of water should be gradu¬
ally lessened. Each half pint of this food
should be sweetened, either with a heaping de¬
sert spoonful ot sugar of milk or a teaspoouful
of crushed sugar. When the heat of the weath¬
er is great the mi k m;»y be g.ven quite cold.
Iu very hot weather boil the milk as soon as

received, and at once put it away in a cool
place.upon ice if it can be afforded. Milk
caielessiy allowed to stand in a warm room soon

spoils and becomes unlit for food. If the milk
should disagree, a tablespoonful ot lime water

may be a<id.:d to each bottlelul.
Whenever pure milk cannot be got try the

condensed milk, which often answers admira¬
bly. It may be prepared bv adding to a teacup
ful of boiling water, without sunar, one or two

heaping teaspooufuis of the milk, according to
the age of the child, Should this disagree a tea-

spoonful of arrow root, sago or euro starch to
the pint of tuiik may be cautiously tried. Ii'
milk io aoy shape cannot be digested try for a

lew days pu*e enaiu, diluted with three-
fourths or four-fifths of water.returning to
the mitk as soon as possible. Weak beef-tea
may also be usid when the child is six mouths
old and upwards.

"Cleanliness is uext to Godliness." Keep
your house sweet and oleau, cool and well
aired. Io very hot weather let the windows be
open day and night. Do y< ur cooking in the
yard, in a shtd or in an upper room. White
wa9h the walls, and see that your cellar is clear
of all rubbish and filth. Let no slop collect to

pois)n the air. Correct all foul smells by
throwing lime or a strong solution of sulphate
of irou.copperas.iuto ih.» sinks and privies.
Make every effort you:self and urge your
neighbors to keep the guiters of your street
and the back yards ofyi ur houses clean.

If the child is suddenly attacked with v, mit-
ing, purgiDg and prostration, and its feet and
haods are cold, put it for a few minutes in a

hot bath; tbeo carefully wipe it dry with a

warm towel and wrap it in a warm blanket..
Five drops of brandy in a teaspoonfui of water

may be given every ten or fifteen tniuutes ;
but if the vomiting persists give the braody iu

equal parts of miik aud iime wa er. If the
diarrl ooi has just begun, or if it is caused by
improper food, a teaspoonfui of castor oil or of
the spiced syrup of rhubarb may be given..
The child should be allowed to drink cold water

freely.
The above mode of proceeding is recom¬

mended uutil the arrival of a doctor, who
should in all case-* be sent for at once, and who
will select the proper medicine and determine
upon the future treatment of the patient.
