"The fight took place fifty miles from the
wagon and pack train, aoJ owiog to the want
oi rations and that the wounded might be cared
for, it was necessary to return thither,"

How much better would it have
beeo, therefore, fpr General Sheridan, with
his "superior military acquirements," and tor
tbe defeated troops, had he commanded tbem
on the occasion reterred to; aod how much
better will it be for him and tor the treasury
ot the country, if, instead ofessaying the impos¬
sible task ot making radical out ot southern
Stntes, he will, this summer and fall, take the
troops stationed in those states, where
they are of no service to themselves or any¬
body el?e, to the scene of the red men's d*p
redations, and wt;h them put ao end to the war

by making the Indian ountry so bare that ua
crow iu flying over it will have to carry its
rations."
