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Fhe Sivux Described by & Man Who
pLived With Them Five Years,

A repurter yesterday eveuivg met Mr. J. D.
I lier,. a keotleman who resided at 1,922 Mor-
san street, in this city, and who possvsses a
creat deal of iuterestiog iolurmation about the
Sioux. Mr. Keller was, from 1868 to 1873,
cierk of the sgeat at Staotou Roek, aod hud
swple opportuaities to get acquaiuted with this
iribe of blood-thirsty savages, In tfact he lived
smong thew so loog that he learoed to speak
tLeir language “‘like a ative,’”’ aod was a great
juvorite of the big chiets, who cawe to the
sgeuey. They called bim *Mivoehua Qchila,”
(the writiog buy.) The word Sioux weaas ‘‘eut
throat.”  Accurdiog to Mr. Keller's statement,
the various bapds of Sioux vumber from 35,000
to 45,000, sod ure divided ioto the following
different tribes : Unkapapa, Black Feet, Sans
Ares, Two Kettles, Uppr Yaoktonuais, Lower
Yaoktopais, Sante Stoux, Burgklys, Mini Con-
joux aod Gakas, Part of these live east and
part west of the Missouri river. Tatooka
Otabks, (Sitting Bull,) who led the savages
iv the fight aguiost Custer, belongs to the
Uokapapas, (dried beet eaters.). Mr Keller
kuows him well. He has a laurge bead, eyes
wed nose, high oueek bopes; ooe of his
legs is shorter than the other, from a guaoshot
wouod io the left koee. His countenavce is of
an extromely savage type, beirayiug that blood
thirstiness aod tratality for which he has been
so long potorious. He has the oame of being
ope of the most sucoesstul seslpers ion the In-
diao country. There . has been a staodiog re-
ward ol $1,000 offered for his head for the last
eight years, by the Moutaoa people, who have
speciab cause to kuow bisferocious ne ure, sowe
of his worst deeds having been perpeirated io
that Territory. The Sicuxz, wben oo the war
path, black their faces trom the eyes down, the
furchead beiog colored s bright red. Whenio
mourning, abd very eager tu reveoge the death
of Itiends or relations, they cut their hair short
aod daub their faces with white earth, Their
{oats of horsemaoship sre wonderful. They
consider the greatest act of valor to be the
strikiog of their enemy with som : haod insiru-
ment while alive, and, whether alive or dead,
it is the first one that stiikesthe fallen foe that
“soupts” the coup,’”’ asud oot the ome that
shouts him, They do not always sealp. Their
ubject iu sealpiog 18 to Furoish & proof of their
decd, und give them to their women to deoce
over. They alwaysattack io a sweepiog, circliog
live, eagle like, give a volley, pass ou, cirole
and returo oo & differeot aogle, When they
kill vne of the eoemy there is always a rush to
xet the first orack at him, 8o us to “‘count the
coup,” und then some Iodiap who was disap-
puioted in gettiog & cut at the victim while
aiive, scalps him. The Sioux always camp
with tepes (lodges) in a circle, makiog as it
were, a stockade, and when oo daogerous
eround they picket their pooies in the ceotre.
Mr. Keller is familiar with the ground where
the disustrous eogagement of Custer oceurred.
('oncerniog this he said: “My idea of the
(‘ustor slaughter is that the lodiaus bad no
wowen aod children in their lodges, and bad
parapots dug under the lodges out of sight.
Custer, thiuking it was a [awily camp, rushed
in the centre of their fort, wuere resistance
would necessarily prove fatal. Hisooly means
ol escape was, after fiodiog bimsel! io this fix,
to ruu right through and out, and pot (o stop
to tight, but juio Reoo's command and retreat.”’
(ivncrals Hurvey, Terry, Sherman aod Sap
Auburo constituted the military commission
who, io 1868, formed a treaty with the Sioux
at Fort Rice, Dak. Aceordiog to the terms of |
the treaty, the Sioux were to bave all the
country extendiog Irom the Ruopiog Water
porth to fifteco miles above Heart River, east of
the Missouri River. inciudiog th2 couutry
kuown us the Black Hills. The treaty also onli-
ed for an anouity of provisives, clothing, akri-
cultural implewents, and employers koown as
buss traioers, to teach such as would consent to
cowe dowo and live at the agencies the wmode
of earping & livelibood like their white broth-
ers (wasechi.) Those that remaioed oo the
reservation, refusing to come to the agenoies,
were allowed & smaller sowuity if they abstain-
ed from killing whites. After the treaty had
bevn wade the lodians gradually came into the
different agencies, There they speot the wio
ters, going ivto the Yellowstone country for
their suwmer huot and to fight the Crows. For
a considerable length of tme the treaty was
fiithfully kept oo both sides. Qocasionally &
~wall party of young bucks weul: kill a wood-
chiopper or a stray soldier, bul this Wwas rarc.
Sittivg Bull, with about thirty eight lodges (i.
v., fawilies, there beiog an average of seveu to
the lodge,) was the ouly mun who refused to
vat “‘white wan’s grub,” They lived 1o the
Yellowsione countey, went ioto Fort Peck and
Musscl Shell to trade aod made & general war
on the citizens and soldiers who chanczd to
cross their paths —St. Louis Globe Democrat.
