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Atrocities in Buigaria.

M. lvao de Woestyoe, correspoudent of the
Puris Figaro, bas wade sn extended tour
(hrough Bulgaria aud has written several
eraphic letters to that journal, iv which he de-
seribes the utrocities committed by the Turks,
Lue following extracts will be found extremely
interestivg.  He thus describes his experieoces
vo the first moroiog of his visit to Adrianople.

At the first street coraer after leaving my
hatel 1 fouud wyselt opposite a man hungiug,
whose legs were still kicking convulsively. He
was suspended from the door of a shop. The
fvet were fasteved aod the hauds tied behiod
Lis back, but the face was uncovered and the
wogue huog from the mouth, The feet were
serutehiog the side well of the door in a vain
codeavor to find a resting place. The shop-
keeper, furious that his bouse should have
been chosen for the execution, was abusiog the
“zapties,”” who weot away laugbiog and driv-
ivg before them two other wretches whom they
were ordered to hang io different purts of the
town. The evenivg before, the tribuoal, which
was composed of the Turks aod ‘“‘chosen’
Christians, had condemoed a d zen Bulgariaos
to death oo account of the revolt which took
pluce three months ago. It was decided that
three of them sbould be executed in Adrianople
aod the other pine seattered tbhrough the coun-
try, ooe at each cross-roads. I tollowed the
widiers who were driviog these unfortunates
b.tore thew with the butt ends of their guos,
while crowds of boys threw stones at them and
shouted “'Giawur.” We soon came to a gal-
lows constructed of three pieces of wood, the
upright and arm being held in their places by
a support from one to the other. This primi-
tive gailows was erected uoder a lamp which
liwd beea pulled down the night b&ore by the
weight ot apother mao exccuted there; for
they hapg them here every day. Ioa few
wivutes everythiog was ready. The cord rolled
round the arm of the galiows, ended in a ruo-
ning knot, which tell down to meet its victiw.
Ouoe soldier placed it round the neck of the
shurter of the two condewnped men ; aod then,
upon & rewmark wade by one of the comrades,
ook it off sod adjusted it on the taller. The
reasou given by the second soldier for this
change was that it was difficult to haog tall
wen frow the shops, which are generally low.
I e wao was theo placed va the seaffold, where
ii: was kept in position with blows from the
butts of the soldiers’ guos until the rope was
fiually adjusted, wheo the scaffold was kicked

trow uoder him, They bad not even tukeo
the trouble to fasten his legs, which kicked
convulsively in bis sgony, while the ill-con-
strueted gallows groaoed. The crowd was al-
ready far distant, At the corser of the street
the cortege seemed to be in doubt as to which
route they should take, and the soldiers en-
gured io a disoussion. Lt appears that although
they had been ordered to hang ove of the pris-
voers at the gallows, yet they were free to
~trangle the others where they pleased. They
sdvapced towards a coolectioner's shop, which
wus somewhat larger thao the others, but the
proprictor, gucssiog their latentions, rau iu
froot of the troops and put something into the
¢ mwander's haod who, changiog his direc-
tion, weot tv a cafe.  Here the same scene en-
sucd, the owoer of the cale took the sergeant’s
hand, who turped to a cale opposite with the
same resulte. All the shopkeepers pot cariog
w nave s wab havgiog at their door all day
pay the zaptivs to go farther ou, and the vie-
tun weaowhile has to follow their zixzag march
Wuder an inoessaot raio of abuse and stooes.
At last the cortege stopped. ‘I'be Bulgarian
liad fainted. I woot away, for I had seen oo
wuch,

“Bashi” means in Turkish ‘“‘head,” and
“Bazouk' “spuiled” or “'damaged,” so that
bashi-bazouk is *‘bad head.” This official
usuie Kiveo to these irregular troops show tlat
the goverow-nt has allowed them t) take the
witiative, ‘L'he populatiou of Turkish villages,
Iike those of villuges everywhere eise, are com-
posed of men and women, but with this differ-
eiice, that whercas with us the weu are willing
to work, biere they do nothing and are content
Lo seod their women into the ficlds, as I bave
frequently seen them from the top of my wagon
in the vicinity of the Turkish villages, and
when leaving their work they must go home
with their faces veiled. While the women
work the wen sit at  the door of their cabios
swoking the ecxcelient, tobaceo which their
country affords. This 15 kept up duriog the
clement  portion of the year, aod duriog the
winter the women work io the barns and farm
limses, There comes a oall *‘to arms,” and
everything chaoges fuce,

lwmediately an old flag ie brought out from
the wosqu~, borne by a fellow who, in view of
sotug pust exploits, bears the title ot chief, ac
cunpaoied by priests reciting short verses of
the Korau, the religioussentiments of which are
“Down with the infidel,”” and the real meaniog
8u tueitemc nt to pluoder aod destruction, The
village inat once full of life and activity. Old guos
are refurbished; the old fliot locks are repaired
sod refitted; the broad blades of their knives
ure clenued and sharpeved; woman and obild-
ren all take a hand at the work. L'hey are thiok-
g of the spoils, and the great thiog is to be
tewdy first, It is also a questioo of slaying the
wiours, lor he whko shall shed the most blood
will be able to aspire to the first place or chief-

tsioship of the village. Vauity goveros amid
¥avages, it secms, as it does awid the civiliz:d.
Fhe sume day the sub-prefect, of Kaiwakam,
wskes his appeal to these patriotic (?) souls,
vvery available man is en route for the place
tswed for the meo of the different villages to
wet, followed by old meo and ohildren, the
lurwer goiug to teach the youog how to tor-

A Greek vest,
fitted olose around the bodv, and a haodker-
chiet tied around the head, completes the dress.
They wear nothing around the neck. It would
secmn that they are coustantly in expectation of
beiog hung. Eversthiog they bave oois filthy,
repugoaot, hideous. Such are the meo who,
according to Turkish newspapers, “‘leave their
bearth and home” to rob ‘“‘io defence of their
country,” .
I have said that 1,000 regular,trained troops,
which have not been sent, would have becn
more effective, but 10,000 Bashi-bazouks have
been sent instead., ‘They will assassinate more
than 30,000 persons. The fear inspired by the
suthorities before an attack oo some of the
Christian villages caused tbem to abandon
everythiog. A bundred and tweoty-ooe villages
were buroed. 1 weat by chance to look at ooe
of these—Peroutchitza—the history of which
I will give. Accordiog to the estimate of
disinterested persons and Huropean officials,
this is the one huodred aod tweuty-firss,
aod this may even be considered as beneath
the pumber. Peroutchitza is_situated to the
left of the railroad berwcen Philippopoli and
Pazardschyk . widway be ween these two places,
and 6,000 or 8,000 yards from the railroad. It
was a Christian village of 350 bouses and hav-
ing more than 2,000 inhabitants, planted, a8 it
were, between several Turkish boroughs as
poor by their idleness as Perouchitza was rich
by it labor. The instant the call was made for
volunteers Peroutebitza was shut in betweeo
all its peighbors. The nobles who were saved
in time arrived at Philippopoli, where they de-
manded aid more loudly than any one of their
fellow citizeos, saying they had oothiog to do
with che iosurrection. The Goveraor replied
to the effect that he would thiok about it. The
cocsuls intervened and addressed themselves to
an aide de camp of the Sultav sent from Con-
stantinople to report the true state of things.
They obtained a promise of help, which was
reduced to the seodiog of a commission of con-
ciliation. The commission did oot even go
into the village, which the assailants wanted
disarmed, to begio with.
This, in effect, was the way the Bashi ba-
zouksoperated : They presented themselves be-
fore a Christian villag ., and, according to the
“oraer of authority,”’ required complete dis-
armament. After this order was obeyed a
masgsacre of the men so disarmed was begun,
In oase the villagers refused to hand over their
guos, &o., their village was immediately set oo
fire. Several villages whick had oever been
armed, and which, consequently, had no arms
to deliver—a fact well known to the murderers
—were treated io just the manper I have indi-
cated. The people of Peroutehiiza answered
that they would deliver their arms to_soldiers
of the regular army, but not to the Bashi-ba-
souks. Theao the attack commenced by firing
the village at the four corners. The fight lust-
ed four hours, and the inhabitants, surrounded
by fire, took refuge io ooe of the two eburches.
The *‘authority’’ then sent canoon, but the un-
fortunate people held together, though at this
poiat they were willing to parley. At leogth,
completely outoumbered, they consented to
surrender. The first to leave the ohurch
was shot dowa io cold blood the instant they
showed themselves; they theo somprebhended
that the attack was made with but one object,
pamely, a general extermination, aod they
resolved to staod out to the last. Thus, in a
word. there now remains of this village abso-
lately nothing of the 350 houses—nothiog,
pothing, nothing. 1 defy aoy one to find any
other trace than a portion of the church, whose
four walls are riddled with bullets, and a piece
of aoother wall a few feet io height. The oo-
ly object remainiog inside the church was the
half a paivtiog representing St. Paul. 1 have
sent it to you, and you will be in possession of
all that remains of a township which paid
500,000 franes a year for duties,
And as to the population of over 2,000 per
sons, they are now reduced to 150 old people
and childres, who mourn amoog the ruins
which cover all that was dear to them. Nota
strong mao is left, oot 8 woman. All these
have beeo slain, aod all those who escaped the
massacre have been carried away ioto slavery
to the other side of the Salkaus, where they
will be subjected to the Pomacs, renegade
Christians, still more ferocious than the Mus-
sulmans themselves, and who are always on
the raid. The abandoned children who strayed
into the country have been caught and sold at
au average rate of fifty plasters each—a little
less than £3—the little girls, at least those who
were pretty, seot to Constantioople and placed
upon those seoret markets for such bargaios
whioh always exist. They will be scattered
among the harems, where the ladies always
have little girls which they raise to sell wheo
they become of age. These are their little per-
quisites, You will uoderstand that the slave
dealers are “‘expeoted from Mecco’' a rumor
pow beiog in circulation that the sale of women
is about to be recommeonced. -lt will be seen
that the old Turk is just as low as he was the
moment sfter the cvnquest; indeed, these peo-
ple have oot advaooed one step morally, avd
some of the recent events have destroyed all
that Earopean civilizaiion has been able to
aohieve in filty years upon this essentially bru
tal population  Oae buodred sod twenty-one
villages burned, women violated and ohildren
haoked to pieces. The Bashi bazouks take the
latter by an arm or a leg, give them ooe terri-
ble cut with their konives apd then pass oo to
the vext. Those considered most adroit in this
bloody work cut the little ooes i too across the
waist at a blow. A priest told me that some
few days previous, while he was crossinga ford
ove of these hall bodies injured the legs of his
horse. Que privst was orucified, another was
roasted alive. Further on he saw women im-
paled oo stakes drawn from ricks of' bay. My
miod shrioks from the remembravce of these
borrors, and 1 will conolude in the words of
some of the countrymen to me, ‘‘Whatsoever
you may say to your readers, you will always
be withio the truth.”
