D Brother Curtis
Yours of July 26 is before me, asking me
wbout rumors whioh you have heard in regard
twy golvg over to the ‘‘rebels.’” First, 1
would state that I bave tried to fulfill my whole
Jduty iv my work here, and bave not at any
tiwe oepleeted wy mission duties. No mao 18
wore interested in ali that pertains to the best
wetare of the colored people aud their highest
development.  So, 1 buve tried to conduct my-
scif' und teach my people that it is their Chris-
tan duty to make friends with the white peo-
pic of the South, amoog whom they live, This
e be dope without sacrificiag any pricciple
ol wanhood; io taet, the Southero people do
not ask the colored people to compromise a
qule richt.  But we who live here see the
great importance of a full aud maoly reconcili-
stivo between the two races, This can be dooe
by dividiog the colored vote between the two
parties, As soopas it is thus divided, they
will sease to be an objeot of ostracism and boue
of conteotion. Both parties will then treat
thow with due respeet, Take Virgioia, aod
the white people of this State are as friendly to
the colored people as they are apywhere 1o
Awerica; the most friendly feelings exist be-
tween the two races.  What we who are inter-
ested fu the great cause of humanity are eo-
dravorig to do, is to break dowo all color
lines, and sltogether torget slavery, the war
aul the past, aod go on to higher attaiuments
and & broader Christian wanhood. I believe
the white people of the South are true io the
protessious they are now wokiog, They do oot
desire soy more slavery; they will staod by all
the results of the war; they are in the Union to
g out no more forever. They are laboriog
oy in our State for public eduoation, with-
out reeard to color. J? bave every right io
Hichwoud that I would bave io Boston. They
are doiog all tor the colored people in a bepev-
vlnt way they can do.  Youkvow the late war
Lid its witheriog baod upon the Svuth, aod
there are mapy poor people, both white and
black; potwithstaudiog, there are mavy of the
white geotlemen who have eoutributed largely
tv wission work for our people io Richmound
und other places in the South, There are 31,-
i ealored people in this city who are depeud:
ite oo the whites for the bread they eat. Many
puor people of color would starve Lo death here
tu for the kivduess of the whites in giviog
thew shelter and tood.  You can bave vo idea
o/ the true coudition of thiogs bere. Now,
ww the faes of ali these facts, 1 do wvot thiok
the \lv.-luw people of the South very daogerous
rebels,
1 Just a word about some of our troubles. You
hwe heard much talk about *“earpet baggers.”
Y 1 bave no 1dea the amonot of trouble these
wew Liyy + giveo us, Meo who were of the worst
¢hiaracters 1o the North, who were from the
Lawest haunts of New York aod Bostoo, men
a3 bl us erime  could mike thew, who were
eeto-laters io the North, bave come Svuth
ani tuken advaotage of the igooravee of the
vlaoed people, and bhave been elevated to
baees ol high trust io our State goveroweots,
lur the sole purpose oo their part to pluuder
the punlie.  This same class of men have ar-
myed the eolored people agaiost the whites for
Puitieal purposes, snd, wheo trouble comes, de-
srtthem, All the mobs we have bad io the
South have been gotteo-up by bad white meo.
Kuow wo have some lawless white men here,
but the good people of the South must oot be
blawed for their aots. You bave them at the
Nirih with you., This wild and fruitless coo-
test bias beco going oo for yeurs, sod who are
the sufferers? The ocolored wen being the
eaker party, always lose ground, and wmust,
8t lust, go to the wall il the fight is kept up.
Kiow you, in New Hawmpshire, way pot see
tis watter as L do, but 1 tell you that the ne-
fro ot the South must go wader if the policy

‘w‘lhure is no natural antagonism between the
Oraces in the South; the whites and blacks

were boro and brought up together, aod must
live and die together. The late trouble at Ham-
burg. South Carolioa, and other troubles we
have had in the South sioce the war, have oot
been the result of any ill feeliog oo the part ol
our home people,but are the result of the action
of bad meo who have come South aed kept up
from year to year the most bitter political
contest, and have used every cffort to keep
the white and colored people from muking
friends. One of their principal meaos is the
wholesale use of bad whiskey—also appealing
to the very worst passions of the ignoraot. No
stope is left unturoed oo their part to eXuspe

rate and excite the feelings ol our poor puuple,
which might aoy time be kiodled 1nto a flame
whioh would result in bioodshed. I only woo

der we have not had teo riots where we hase
one. Now, I say that every good muo io the
South, white and black, ought to join haods
and rid our fair section from this terrible state
of things. I hope you will ot misunderstand
me; these charges are not against the good
people of the North.  We will give the most

bearty weleome to any good man of the North
who may come umopg us for good purposes. 1
thiok that if you were to live bere a lew years,
ou would take the same stand 1 have.  We
have some men from the North who are highly
respeoted, but all of these take the sawme stand,
and are pot the men objeeted to. The colored

men, if they are to be citizens of this couotry,
wmust differ just as white men do oo all the great
questions of the day, such as finanee. turiff,
taxation, and questions of law, trade, &e., &,

Until we arrive at this point we will be were
wachioes, and not men io the true sense of the
terw.

Lo conelusion, I would call your atteation to
the report of the Hou. B. B. Douglas, of Vir
givia, oo the Freedwan’s Baok fraud, and the
speeoh of Hou. W. 8. Stinger, of Pennsylva
uia, on the sawe subjeot L would also call your
attention to the large amount ol money stoleo
{rom the widows aod orphavs of the colored
soldiers snd sailors,  The District ring aod
wapy other things wight be weatiooed, but
time and space will oot allow it. The colored
voter of the South, as ruled by the radicals,
has no liberty in the use of his ballot; which
liberty we claiw, and wust have, or cuntinue
slaves. [le should be taught indepeodence
and self-relisoce.

Please uzoswer me a few questions. Who
should be the best julge of the true coadition
of the Southern people, I who was born sod
brought up in the South, us I buve been, and
served tweoly seven ycars of my lile a slave
(when & boy 1 played with white boys, and
kpow there i3 oo natural bad fecling between
the two races,) or yourselt 7 What can you in
New [lampshire or Maioe know of our condi:
tion dowo here? When you eall our people
“rebels’” you do them a great wrong. 1 be-
lieve the people of the South are as ioyal to the
Uaico as those of the North. 1 ask you as a
Christian, do you thivk it right to be constautly
abusiog the Suuthern prople? They bave com»
back to the Uuion and fully aceepted all of the
ameadments to the cvostitution, with all
the results of the war. The ouly reason
why they have made such aa effort to get hold
of their own State goveroments, is Lo protect
thewselves lrom the wicked plupderioes and
robbery of carpet-baggers; und every good wan,
white and black, ought to joio hands to ewan-
cipate our section from tbis feartul state of
things. Remember, that our bomes in the
South are as dear to us asyours io New Hamp-
shire. Now, how would you like your State to
beinfested with a gang of these political thieves,
from apother far conutry, plunderiog the pub-
lie treasure and leaving a tax on the people oo
heavy for them to bear, exeiting riots, causing
bloodshed ? 1 ask you, would you help them to
coutioue the work of destruction aga'nst your
owo people? I tell you this is our condition,and
the colored people are the waiv ageney by
which they are enabled to do their work; apa,
io my judgment, sothiog bat a divisioo of’ the
colored vote can brivg peace and prosperity,
whioh we so much oeed; avd 1 feel tbat uo pul-
pit work or mission cffort will epable me to do
as much for my race as this work,

I have given this matter eleveo vears'
thought, and for years I bave taken great pains
to inform myselt as to the true feeliog of the
people of the Suuth, and these are my conelu-
sions : First. That the whites desire to live
with the colored people io peace and quictness,
and are doiog all they can to gaiu that object.
They do oot want sl of the colored people to
vote the demc cratio ticket, butbelieve it would
be best to divide their vote between the two
parties. This point would have been gained
years ago but for the terror of the Radieal par-
ty and its loyal leagues. There has been po
intimidation io the Scuth wors~ than that prac-
ticed by the carpet-bagger party of the South.
1 do not charge the colored people with this
cruelty. They are not to blame; they are ouly
tools in the baods of these bad wen. have
koown sum? colored meo to be whipped, some
taroed out of their churches, and all kinds of
intolerant abuse have becn heaped upon those
colored meo who dared vote the demoeratic
ticket. Lo some parts of the South the life of
a colored man (demoerat) is oot very safe.
submit these facts to you as the honest convie
tion of my heart, and must say I eanoot aceept
your advice, because in doiog so I wou'd not o
justice to wyself and wy race.
