Ojc result
of this variation, which i.- fully txplaiu^d in all
text books on astrououuy, i?> thai the Septem¬
ber mooD, wheD at the full, rises for fuur sue

the average later on one day than on that im¬
mediately preceding. J h'rel'ore, as the
weaiher has prov.d favorably we have ex¬

perienced a succession of superb moon-

rises Irom Sunday, and will until Thurs¬
day, when the full-orbed disc ol the
"leaser light" who rules the oight will pour a

fl'tod of silver b«'ams from the eastern sky,
very soon after the "greater light" that rules
ihe day lAs sunt beneath the gluwing w^st.

j his ct le^ial phenomenon is called the Har¬
vest Moon, because it occurs at a time wheD
the fruits of the eaiih arc being gathered in,
and the moon succeeding the suuset seems to

prolong the day aud «ive more time to the hus
b-iudmen lor e mHf'i'itr fhr-ir work.
