qu:ckened, aoa uftep direcied to the subject
ot the towo «od its prospects aod chaoees. Io
therace of life we are pressed by mapy com-
petitors, and wuot of th uzht oo the means that
are likely to prowote our prosperity ; or 0ecg*
ligence io the diiigent use of every aid, small
or great, which may promote it, cao but be
arended with (he most serious cousrquences.
Especialiy is it peeded that those who hoid
the people’s trust for the administration of
muaoicipal sffairs shonld make oo wisstep. We
must seek the good wiil sod cultivate the cvo-
fi louee of the couotry from which our trade is
ierived, and we can do so ooly by cultivatiog
upity uDo0OgE curseives, and makicg the most
of the town's capabilities, Therears few towns
so modest as our vwo, With ooe-half the store
ot Ceuteonpial treasures which Alcxandria pos-
gesses, sowe t.wus wou.d have pusbed them-
selves to the front rank aod ciptured a geperal
recogoition. The uoique status of Alexen-
dria as the town of Washiogton, which ougit
1o stamp ite festures indelibly oo the publie
memory, is scarcely knowo. Nor would this
bz a barren senfiwent. 1t would pay. Wheo
ove remembers the success which followed the
alwost impromptu demousiration here oo the
last anpiversary of Wasbiozton's birthday, 1t
1 easy to see that s thorough sppreciation and
utilizstioo of all our connections with the oiden
days that are cow beld up for exuwple and for
reverence, would uave made Alexandria a peces-
sary part of a Centeonial tour, and bave made
our streets busy fur some woaths,at least. Much
that carries people to Mouut Veroon would
briog them to Alexandria, if we, ourselves, ap
preciated vur position and made the wost ol
it. This is weotiooed as one of many similar
advaotages which might be made beoeficial to
the town. Our own Ceoteopial, on the I3th
ot July, 1549, passed without ootice. No
event 1o our Lowon bistury bas a celebration.
We have wo tweilth of September, hke Balti-
more ; no evacuation day, ke New Yok ; nor
Buaker Hill augiversary, i:ke Bostou. No voe
evor siw the Lowo's Arws eograved aoy-
where, except ov itsseal. The symbols of towo
pride are wastiog. Aod yet io the usi'y, of
which such thiogs are the symbols, aud such
calebrations the vntward expressions, lies the
esseatial fouodatiwo of aoy true muoicipal
progress. They call wen’s atteution to the
fuct that they are wembers of a live comwuaoi-
ty, and have a duty to the town to perfurw.

W here shall the carpet bageer look for sup-
port wheo bis maio stay, the Washiogtoo R.-
publicun, turos agaiust bim, as it does i . the
following potice : *"Govervor Chamberiain may
find it 1wpracticable to enforce the laws 1o
South Carolioa so loug as such firebraods as
1, J. Mackey and F. W, Dawson are at large.
Bouth of these adventurers seem persistently
peot upoo 1ocitiog a war of races iv that State,
by eoeenragiog the Ku Klux organization, i. .,
r.fl> cluvs, to make war upon the blacks. Mae
key is ap ola off-uder, and 18 wanted io scveral
Westera States to avawer lor offeuses cowiaiz-
ted prior to and during the late war; while
Dawson cawe from—oo ooe koows where—but
is said to have a very bad record. Lt both ol
thiese characters be srrested aod cowwitted to
jail without a day, to the eod that their inceo-
diary teachivgs may cease, sod that ov more
victims to lawlessuess may disgrace South
Uarolina.”” We are ioclived to the belief that
very little good can come out of a carpet-bag-
ger, but the two above mentioped haviog so
profited by radicalism that they have a:quired
property io twe State io which they have car-
ried on their operations, have paturally beecome
oterested in the maierisl welfare of that State,
aud are now doiog all they can to preserve asd
luercase the vaiue of their estates by exertiog
such influcoce as they possess to prevent an
arcty au | confusion, aud put a stop to the offi-
cial robbery that hus alwost ruioed the State,
sod secure refurw io buth Siate and patioval
goversment by the election of Geo. Hawptoo
ag Guveroor aud Goveroor Tildeu as Piesident.

The radicals base thewr caiculations cupcera-
ing the result of tne approachiog presidential
election upon hopes, oot taots, sod cousequent-
ly reoder themselves *“‘puerile aod ridiculyus”
io the estiwativo of thuse who reasono absut
elections as they do about other thivgs. They
say, for iostance, that Outo will certainly go
tor Hayes and Wheeier vext mooth, because
that State has just giveo a wajorizy of four or
five thousaod for theradieal ticket, but though
lodinoa gave about the same wmajority (o the
democrats, they assert thatit was obtaived
upoo local issuvs, aod that io the Novewber
election that State 15 bound to give its vole to
the radicals. Now we thiok that though it is
probable Ohio wili go as they say, it is by no
w+aos certain, and that lndiana is as sure tor
Tilden and Heodricks as that the State has
just gone dewoeratie, for at the late elections
tbe whole ivflacuc: and woaey of 1he admiois-
tratiou were ceotered upou those two States,
and must bave produc:d auv immense effect,
while in the November election the plaster will
have to be spread over so wide a surfuce—the
whole Uuion—that it will be too thio to be ef-
fective.

Though the radizals, 1o thewr efforts to re-
taio the German aod Irish vote, whiol has left
them in conscquence of Goveraor Hayes's ao-
ceptance of a nowipation by the American
Alliance, are, with bare faced o endacity, deny-
iug that acceptanc2, in a speech delivered io
Germao io Ciocionati vn Saturday night Gen.
Frauvz Sigel deciared that he Lad personal
koowledge of Huyes's membership io the Am-
erican Alliance, and advices from persous that

of their nomivation for Presid:ot was in per-
feot accordanes with his life-long views upon
the question of the privilezesof the foreign pop-
ulation of America. But that their deaials
are witheu: effect is apparent 1o many ®uys,
amoog them by the luct that the Gerwandew
neratic geperal committer of Kiows couoty, N,
Y., has adopted resolutions deoouscing R. B.
Hayes tor his coouection with the Anierican
Alliance, and cautioning ull German vitizens
against votiog the republican ticket.

The utter disregard of the lives of bis sol

diers, exivbited by Geon. Grant iu pushiog bis
troops, ¢ mposced largely of foreign boru it

zeus, against the impregaable positioss held
by the Coofederates, dunvg the late civil war,
has beep uften comwented upon, and s olten
severely cepsured, but it was not known thut
that disrcgard was cogeudered by the abhor-
auce and contempt eutertained for the privates
of the army by the whole radical party, aud
especially by the preseot adwmipistration, of
which the Washiogt:n Chrouvicle is one of the
accredited organs, uutii that paper, ic its issuc
ol this morning, said that “‘every posted mupo
knows that the rank avd file of the army is re-
craited trom the nff-raff ol the demoeraey, and
their sywmpatnies wounid aot permit them to
abuse the Soutbercers, Scrgeaot Patrick

would bave wade them victorious were de-
tained in Suuth Caroliva tu iutiwidate the
white voters of thbat Scate, and the Irish
boro citizens out of the sTmy Wil uat fail to re-
memoer the estimation iu which tieir country-
weu are held by the exporent of radieslisw,
Gov. Hsyes, woo endorses Presidest Graut's
adwinistration, and who has accepted & vomi-
pation for President by the Amerieas Ailiauce,
toe ruliog priveipleol’ which 1s that ao toreigoer
ig fit to hold office io tiiis couontry.

The wildest movemeot yet contemplated by
the oow thorougbly alarmed admimsiraticn is
the proposed seouivg of troops to the Second
and Fourth Coogressional Districts ot thi- 5'ate,
upon the ridienlousty fisiitious ground ol pre-
veotiog the iotiwidauion of culored voters.
