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Late cable dispalehcs give every indication
that a pacilic settlement of the Eastern ques-
tioo is something more than hoped lor. Kng-
land, it is stated, has said to Kussia that, while
she cannot recommend an armistice of six weeks
after having supported one of sis mouths, she
will not oppose it. The idea appears to pre¬
vail that the matter now rests with Kussia and
Turkey only, aud that the solution will be
reached at Constantinople. (Jermany, accord¬
ing to the Zvutuog of Berlin, is indifferent
whether the armistice is sis weeks or sis
months; her olject is to restore such an under¬
standing between the Powers as will procure a

durable peace. The Montenegrins have cap¬

tured Medun, and hold lour hundred Turks

prisoners of war. The ambassadors of the
Powers held a meetiug in Constantinople on

Friday, at which it is thought.a basis of CJin-

mon action was established, to have au under¬
standing with the Forte iu regard to an armis¬
tice and conditions of peace. The statement
in the Times of Friday, that the Cabiuet had

determined that Eogland was not called upon

to interfere or participate in the war, was an

official communication. A late telegram re

ports that Kussia has presented an ultimatum
to the Forte, which embraces a sis weeks' arm¬

istice, autonomy for the provinces, aud reforms
uoucr the supervision of the Powers. it uow

appears that a'i the Powers except England are

in a position to urge the Forte to concede the
Kussian demands. All idea ol peace, accord¬
ing to a Times' corresponded, is scouted in the
Servian camp. The Pall Mall <Jaz)tte is by
no means satisfied that there is any understand¬
ing between the Powers which may ensure Eu¬
rope against the worst eouscqmnces of a war

between Kussia and Turkey. The Protestant
missionaries in Turkey are reported to say that
the Turkish Government affords better assur¬

ance of religious liberty than some form, ol

Christian rule which might replace it, and pro
less to have much Urea l cl Kussian uscendaucy.
The missionaries rajucsie.i an agent confiden¬
tially to lay before the Gorman Government
certain proofs of Uu&sian intolerance, and to

solicit Germany to secure from Kussia guaian-
tee9 c-f religious liberty before consenting to the

dismemberment ot Turkey or Kus.-ian occupa¬
tion. The missionaries appealed to Germany
because America's policy of nou intervention in

European afiairs precludes her treating the

question by diplomacy.
It will be seen by a card ia another column

that Mr. Lewis Mckenzie denies having said,
in his speech Friday night, that it the demo¬
crats were successful the negroes would be re¬

turned to their former .-late of slavery. '1 his

gentleman has a knack of using expressions
under excitcmcut of which he is ashamed and
denies in calmer moments; aud as the reporter
of the proceedings is a w ry reliable young gen-
tleinau andeould not possibly have bi-eu wrought
up to such a pitch <m iiresponsibility as Mr.

IJjlwcen July
120 and August 1 the ships worked over to the

east shore and north toward Point. Barrow as

fast as the iee opened. The bark Arctic wa*

crushed by ice July 7. The crew escaped to

shore aud afterwards weutou the other vessels.
August 1, (he fleet, fourteen in number, reach¬

ed Point Barrow. The Northern Light and
Norman remained south walrusing ami escaped
the disaster that followed. August 14 the ic-o
broke up aud whales appeared, and soon all
tho ships were actively engaged. The space
occupied by the vessels extended seven or eight
miles off shore.
Oa the 23d the wind freshened from west

northwest, and all the vessel*, except the Rain¬
bow acd Three Brothers, which were at Poiut
Barrow, were surrounded by drift ice. J'liforts
to make the opeu sea failed. On the «4th thick
fog set in. Tho ships were in an opeu strip of
water. The Clara Bell lost her r dderand ran

near shore, where the ice closed around her,
and a large berg grouuded by her and formed a

breakwater behind which she lay. The Flor¬
ence drilled up and got under the lee of the
iceberg, which proved her salvation. The ships
'Josephine, St. George, Coroelius llowlaud
and Marengo, and barks Camilla, James Alieu
and Oaward were inclosed by pack ice. The
Rainbow and Three Brothers witnessed our

distress, but were at the time unable to render
assistance. On thc-Gth a boat from the Three
Brothers took the wife of ('apt. 1 lackmott otf
for safety.
Nest "day the St. George's men attempted to

get a bout ashore over the ice, but were caught
in a fog and failed. Three froze to death on

the ice.
August 2S tho ships at Point Burrow were

invisible. On the 3'Uli the masters held a

already badly ripped by the ice. Tin: ships
had about three month./ provisions. They

Ilere we prepared c.» winter, as it
would be madneis to attempt to reach th:% open
sea Kit) miles oil. We prepared tcr whaling
as our ouly resouiec for food. I'til ou t he uight
of September 1J the ice cotumeuced breAiug,
and the Florence, the Three Brothers aud the
Oaward g»t awjy with th . siimv.ui of the
various crews.
The following i- a list of th1 abandoned ves¬

sels: Parks Onward and Clara Cell, Sun Fran¬
cisco; ships St. George aud Marengo, aud barks
Cornelius Holland, James Allen and Java,
New Bedford; ship Camilla and burkftntiue
Josephine, Poslon; bark Aeors Barnes, New
London, and the Hawaiian barks iMsmond and
Arctic.
