Necline of the Potomace Fisheries.

I'he lospeoter of Marine Products has trans.
witted lis snoual reportte the Board ot Health,
‘The report says : “‘The decrease of the shad
and herrivg fishery of dbe otomace duriog the
past season has been of a most alarmiog char-
qeter. Very few ol the large seine fisheries
have been contiaued throughout the s:2ason,
something unprecedented o these waters. The
¢ill nets and pound ects have continued as us
ual, thouzh with very meagre results tor their
tabor aod investmeat, -l'he causz of the de-
crease 1 without doubt the great swount of
tishiog done.  Withie a iew years the gill oets
especially have multiplied maoy times. 1t is
not relative to this report to atterapt to show
the influence of the different kicds ¢l nets ino
bringiog about thia state of affairs,  Vory littie
of the water comiog through tho Potomae
rzaches the Chespeake without passiog through
weshes of numerous nets, aod it i3 seareely pos-
«ible for fish to asceod the river without cap
ture, especially a8 there i3 po geaeral ioterim,
wost of the pets beipg io active use at all hours
vl the day aod night, "Thisis the most prob
able cause cl' the decrease in the supply of
-liad and herring,

The salt water tailor, or blue fish, has been
quite abuodant this seasoo off Chesapeake bay
sod vieloity. [t is ove of the wmost savage
~pecics on the Atlantia shores, It wvot only
Luls to cat, bur, striking right apd left io
1 sehool of wore defeaceless fish, wangles
sed wounds ouwly for sport.  Whether the
prescoee of this fish oo the coast has aoy-
thiog 7 dowith the absesce ol shad aud ber-
ring, we are pot able defioitely to teil, The whole
yuestion of the causes of the decrease is ap in-
tricate one, avd requiresa great deal of obser-
vation and siudy. The most ovident cause,
Lowever, secms to lie in the ereat oveifishiog
of the waters of the rtiver. VYery maoy laws
Lave been propused for the purpose of remedy-
ing the evil, by legislative action in general,
cach line of fishiog or difterent net interest ad-
vocstiog laws which bear upon the opposiog ia-
terests, 'The State of Maryland proposed a
law duriog the early spricg, which, if it could
be earried out aond enforced, would have largely
solved the problem,

The report quotes from ‘*Martia’s Gazetteer
of Virgioia aod the District of Columbia,”
published io 1833, that ‘‘in a short season 22,-
0,000 shad aod 750,000,000 herricg were
taken in this river. Without including the vock
tish, sturgeon aod other varietics, this would
«fford abont 625,000 pcueds of food, which,
st presept prices, would realize a very large
smouat of muney. 1t is very doubtful that an
:qual abusdaoee cun ever be restored to the
rver, but ooe nali or une fourth ol these figures
would he regarded at this time as the return
of the years of pleoty atier the discouragiog
experience of the past two or three years.”

The report eloses: ‘‘Some legislation or Uou-
¢ressional action, lookiog to u remedy for thig
sreat over-fishing of the waters of our river, is
urgently demanded, and one thicg is certain,
unless some action is specdily taken, the -
mense busitess of fishing ou the Potamace _will
-070 dwindle away to nothing.”'— Wash, Star.

Tk Ca-g oF LAWYER RUFFIN.—Y esterday
sfternoon the ease of R. D. Ruffin, the eclored
lawser, was called in the Criminal Court,Judge
MeArthur, and was concluded to-day. Ruffin
was sharged with baviog received stolen goods,

knowing the same to have been stolen, and was
defended by Messrs. A. G. Riddle and G, W,
Mitchell; Mr. H. 1, Wells, jr., represented
the government, It was io evidence that in
April last a gold wateh and chain were stolen
trom the residence of D. W. Glassie, for which
larceny Edward Marlar, a colored boy, was ar-
rested and cocvicted, and sentesced to thiree
gears in the Albany peuitentiary; that peoding
the trial Ruffia weant to sce Mr. Glassic several
times, and proposed that a womao who had
the chain would give it upif be (G.) would *let
up”’ on the boy. ‘I'he wother of the bey test-
tied that she got the chain from a Mrs. Pollard,
sud she took it to Ruffio, haodiog it 10 hiw
wrapped in her haodkerchief, and that wheo
she asked for it he haodea her the baokerohief
Lut no chaip, 1t was lurther in evidence that
Rufin devied before Judge Olin that be had
ever seen the chain, but whea confrooted with
Mrs, Marlar be admitted that he had had it in
possession, but bad giveo it back to the woman,
Mr. Wells briefly opened the case, and was fol-
lawed by Mr. RBiddle, who caimed thiat ip this
case as io a case of larceny, a felonious iotent
wust be showa, but such iotent had not beeo
shown here, e further argued that the oath
of aa attorney did not make it soy part of a
fawyer’s duty to (uraish evidonce agaiost Lis
ciient,

The jury after being out onc bhour and 8
(uarter brought in a verdict of guiity. Mr.
Mitchell gave potice of & motion for a pew trial,
sud acked for a stay ol judgent.— Washing-
ton Ntur,
