By 1814 their actual military strenzth amouut-
ed to no less than forty thousand hors:. Therr
leaders were all men of reckless courage aod
¢ried valor, under whowm they rode oa distant
expeditions for plundering peaceful esuotrics,
oviog in bodies of two thousand or tbro:
thogsond strong, boldiog an undeviatiog cours:
until they ssached their destination, when they
‘~ gmall parties, to collect plun-

der, and ?i;stro'-y a, ‘bat they failed to remove.
They were gailty of the WOost ichumao barbari-
ties; their progress was mar.-ed by the ruios of
burping towns and villages, che sbricks of
wretched women and the groans of Sliejr o
tilated husbaods were hieard wherever the Pip-
darees went; and their horses, which werc
traived to uodergo the same privations as their
masters, often received, like them, a stimulus of
opium, whea impelled to uocommon esertioo.
From many of their sudden cxpeditions they
veturped home laden with spoil, to the mouo-
taipous country which borders the Ner-
budda to the oorth, where they found pro
tection for themselves io (hose sreat forts
which belooged to thew, or to thoso with
whom they werce openly ur secretly in league.
The fame ot thess exploits drew to their
ranks maay deserters {rom the loose cavalry es-
tablishments of Scindia and Holkar. Pluoder
beiog the sole object of the Pindarees, they
constitnted their force for that purpose only;
and, as light cavalry, traised themselves to
hard marchiog aod extreme celerity of move-
ment.  With this view, it was their custom,
till the moonsoon should. close and the rivers
be fordable, to exercise the horses, and prepare
them for loog marches and hard work, When
the time for marching came they were carefully
shod, and the expedition of maoy thousand
hardened ruffiacs set forth. Out of every
1,000 about 400 were better mounted thau the
vest. Their favorite weapon was a bamboo
spear, varying from twelve to eighteen fect in
length; every fifteenth or twentieth maa carried
a matchlock. They were aiways accompanied
by an irregulzr traic of attendant slaves and
camp followers, poorly mounted oo wild horses,
and who kept up with the gcoeral mass as well
us they could. Mogiog with a rapidity that de-
fied all pursuit, they could spread their devas-
tatiops over hundreds of miles without beiog
interrupted or overtaken.— Cusse/l's llustrated
History of Indig.

PoErs’ PECULIARITIES,—I'enton was & fat
poet, whose habit it was to lie in bed and be
fed with & spoon. 1lc was almost as lazy as
Thomson. Pope says ke died of indolence.
Wilkee, the author of *‘Ipigeniad,” loved not
only to lic in bed, but if we may believe bis
biographer, Anderson, to lie under sixteen or
seventecn pairs of blankets, Pope wassnother
poet of queer habits. 1le was fretful and petu-
lant, aod expected that everything should give
way to his ease, [f he felt drowsy in compaoy
he would go tosleep without ado, and ouce
slambered at his own table while the Prioce ol
Wales was talkiog of poetry. When he accep-
ted an invitation to stop at his friend’s house
he took wuwo servaot, and his wants were 80
many that a hall fullof servauts might searcely
supply thew. His errands were 80 frequeut
and so frivalous thatthe fostmen io time avoid-
¢d and neglected him. The maids when they
hiad neglected their busioess alleged that they
had been attending Mr. Pope. Like the friend
Swift, he was sometimes parsimonious, and 13
<harged by Johoson with “‘niggardly reception
of bis friends and scantiness of entertaiomeat,
as when he had two guests in his house ho
would set at supper a siogle piet upoo the
table, and, haviog himsell’ tuken two small
glasses, would retire and say, “(reotlomen, |
leave you to your wine,”— London News.
