There wore bodies fljati: g out from
the wrick. A crowd -ooo made their way to the
burning debris, and with the a'd ol axes and
ropes many were extricated, placed on stretchers
and taken to the top of the hill, where the best
of assistance awaited them. The hotels at the
depot were soon filled and private hou-es were
thrown open throughout the town. 1 he -ur-

geons of the town rendered all the assistance in
their power, but many perished, notwithstand¬
ing the be&t of care, durirg the night. Ohcrs
are now lying in a suffering cooditiou iu the
hotels and private residences.

jS'EW York, Dec. 30.A dispatch from the
*ceoe of the accident on the L ke Shore Rail¬
road reads as follows:.

14Up to oooo of the one hundred and s:xty
five passengers less thaD six'yare known to be
saved with injuries more or less severe; the lo-i
are so totally disfigured by the fire that ideutili
cation is utterly impossible.

c dent was caused by the train ruoning off the
track and striktog the bridge, precipitating the
stiucturo and the cars to the ice below, result¬

ing in a mass of ruins.

Shipwreck.
