The Uverseers ol
the Poor are prid nothing for their services,
and consequently eansot afford to negleet their
private busioess sod iovesugale euch case;
therefore they have to rely oo the siatcwents
of the parties themseives, Ao lostance of the
trifling character of these pegroes was fur-
nished ar the station house yesterday, wheo a
gang of them who werz waiting tor wood were
offered a load each provided they weuld go to
worl: and assist o cleariog the ice from the
crossings and gutters,bit whicl: proposition was
npanimously refused.
