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‘The more the compromise plaa lor determin-
iog the result of the Presideatial election 1s
disenssed the greater become the number of
its adberents. The Seoate of Minuesota, the
merchaats of Boston, and Harrisburg, ond
Burliogton, and Mr. Carl Schurz are the latest
adherents. Uhe Hayes ring, however, are op-
posiog it with all the forees at their command,
includiog Blaige, who, it bad been previously
reported would support it; bub the probability
of its passage is so strong that they have lost
hope, apd, in their despair, are abusiog the
membersof their owo party.  The Presideot’s
orgap, Mr. Murtagh, says “there is either in-
ficwity or cowardice 1o the republican camp.
Some of our leaders whose duiy it wasio the
Leat of battle to stand by the guos, have shown
the white feather. In order to avoid the
threateping ills of the democratic party they
have fled to other iils thev koow pot of, by
attemptiog to cootravene the {updamental law
by which the Union is held together. Itis no
little chagrin and humiliation after the repub-
lican party has stood firmly by the Constitution
duriog sixtcen years of national lile to find that
its leaders in au emergency like the present
are weak caough to form a contrivance which
has no savor ol coostitulionality about it
Which is the iotlucoce that has affected our
leaders—cowardice or infirmity 7"

Prospeets of an amicable settlement of the
Turkish questivn are still favorable, notwith:
standing the abrupt and uasatisiuetory lermi-
pation of the Couference. Lo a speech by Siv
Stafford Northeote, Chapeellor, of the Ex-
chequer, delivered at Liverpool, last pight, he
said hie considered that the Turks had acted on
ill advice, and undertaken a grave responsibility
in rejectiog the friendly proposals of the con-
ference; but T'urkey had io this rejection done
what she, in her free vight, thought to be lor
the best, and he was unable to understand the
language ol those who apparently desired to
turn the conduoet of Turkey into a cause ol of-
tence for Purope. Mr. Cross, Secretary of
State for the Home Department, at the same
time and place, said : “'L believe there is a
better chance fur the preservation ol the peace
of Europe and fur tha better goverument of
the Turkish Christiaes than there has bitherto
been.’

Mr. Joho G. Hamiltos, son of Alexaonder
Hamilton, says, respecting the comprommise
plan, “'itis a measure which Lias been foread
upon the republican-Senate by the menaces ol
the demoeratic party for the sole purpose of
macceavering President eleet Ilayes out of the
position to which he Las beew gonstitutionally
elected.”  'The reward which the radicals now
eotertain fur the Constitution is wmost remark-
able when the treatment clat iostrumeunt lately
received at their haods is rememberad.

The radicals are eodeavoring to defeat the
compromisa bili by inducing Justice Miller, of
the Supreme  Conrt, to refuse to aceept the
place assignad hiw on the tribunal, and with
that object in view theiwr newspapers are re-
publishiog an  aeconut o an interview  with
him, in which be is =aid to have already form-
od and expressed ao opivian iv the case he will
be ealled upoa to try.

Gen. Graut once said that the party of which
he is the representative had too beavy a load
to carry, As Lis party would not throw off
apy of that load, the coustry und time are do-
ing it for them, and thas rapidly. A beavy
drag was removed yesterday wheo Joha A.
Logan was dropped, and when the man who
wade the remark falls off, next March, the
party will be able to get along casily.

President Grant finding tbat the radical

tion ou the Police Board bill, and veto it, es:
pecially as he knows that it would be passed
over his veto; so, to all intents and purposes,
it his become a law, and we may soon expeet Lo
have a settlemeat of the question that for sd
long a time has distracted the people apd io-
terests ot the whole country, and that that set-
ment will result in the inanguration of Gov.
Tilden but fow now doubt, for the fact of his
olection is generally ackoowledged.

The Richmond Whig certainly expresses the
opiniop of the vast majority of the conserva-
tive voters of this section of the State when it
Says:

“@en, Huaton, Virginia’s able and faithful
represcotative upon the [Touse commiltee,
may rest assured nioety per eeat, of the con-
servatives of the State cordially approve his
action in signing the report, as the future will
prove should the issue ever be wade.

Slawer, wives of
estecmed planters, were both murdered in cold
blood. They were stopping at the same house,
their husbands being en route to Little Rock
with produce. The murders were committed
for the purpose of robbery.

Tuesday night while Mrs, John Walsh was
seated at the window of her residence, in Wil-
liamsburgh, New York, she was startled by
the report of a pistol, the crash of' glass, and
the seroams of her infant son, Riebard, whom
ghe was holdiog in her arms. She discovered
that the child had been struck on the breast
by a pistol ball. The person who fired is un-
known.

Jack Williams, the negro burglar, who shot
Detective W. G. Pride, in Memphis, Tenn.,

on Tuesday, was arrested on the Memphis and
Charleston train Tuesday night by the condue-
tor after an attempt to shoot the latter, Two
thousand dollars in money, some diamonds and
jewelry, all. stoles, wero recovered.

Sargent bad finished his epeech,

Mr. Cookling presented a petition, nuwer-
ously signed by merchaots aod business mee ol
New Yerk. in favor of the passaze of the
pendiog bill in regard to the electoral count.
He said he would preseat to the Senate, were
it not addressed to the special committee, a
telegram received this woroiog from Iodiana,
sigoed by thirty-seven republicass and three
democrats, expressiog gratitude for the intelli-
gent and patriotic labors of the special commit-
tee whielh have resuited in a bill for the settle-
ment of the presidential question, and express-
iog the most earuest desive that it may become
a law., Amoog the signatures to the telegram
fie woticed the name ol Conrad Baker, who
was opc: Goversor; that of Leosidas Sexton,
who was once Licutenast Governor; that ol
Mr. Gordon, the republican candidate for at-
torney geocral at the late election, und that of
Gen. Ben Harrison, who, as the republiean
candidate for Goveroor, carried the flag aud
gallantly led the late caovass in lodiana,though
it was disastrous. |Mr. Coskling then handed
the telegram to Mr. Morton, amidst lanehier
on the floor and in the galleries.

Mr. Cookling then resumed his remarks
commenced the day befure, and argued that in
no instapce had the President of the Sepate
attempted to do apytbiog in presiding over the
joint convention to couot the electoral vate ex-
cept by the command of the (wo hous:s.
Daring the whole history ol the goveroweut,
watil the adoption of the twenty-sccond joint
rule, the two houses had always pre-arrapged
the whole process of countiog the vote, lle
thien referred to the difficulties attending the
presidential contest in 1800, and said vot ooly
the men in both houses of Coogress but the
loaders of thought all over the country had
their attention riveted upon the subjset of
managing just such questions as some ot those
awaiting solution now.

pot authorized Ly the constitution and law as
it. now stoed, and it must report to the (wo
houses of Uongress, Lt was not a roving eow-
mission to traverse all the realms of {apey and
imagination.

Mr. Dawes (Mass.) said while be heard the
Senaterfrom New York with great positiveness
agsert the fact that the commission must be
bound by the constitution, he bad heard others
with cqual positiveness declare that the eow-
mission could go bebind the returns from «
State to settle a guestion which belonged 1o
the States themselves.  Would it oot be saler
for Congress by statute to limit the powers and
duties of the commission?

in the public officer, and that be may be the
ghoica. Others thick that the judges will se-
Jeet the easy and agreeable Bradley, who was
appointed 4 republican, bat whose State weot
for Tildeu by so great a majority that he will
be evenly bajanced in the influsnces which co-
viron bim,"

The Washiogton_correspondent of the New
York Tiibuoe says:

I'the »ompromise schewe goes through there
wiil ba a serious objection urged to the selection
of Judge Davis as the fifth member from the
Suprewe beneb. His name is constantly men-
tioned in connection with the democratio nomi-
pation for Senator io Iliinois, sod as oo disap-
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provai has come frow him, this circumstance,
taken in coonection with his candidacy for the
St. Louis nowisation for the Presidency is held
to make him uoavailable, It is coneeded that

In
the New Jersey 1louse a resolution indorsiog
Senator Conkliog's speech on the electoral bill
was laid oo the table. I'be radieal caucas of
the Nebraska Legislature vote agaiost the elec-
toral bill ne unconstitutional, apd say it is the
duty of the President of the Sunate to cavnvass
the Presidential vote and declare the resalt.—
The radieal House of Lisuisiana passed a resolu-
tion expressiog lull faith and confidence inthe
President of the Senate, and requesting Sena-
tors and Representatives of Louisiapa to oppos2
the passage of the bill. Lo the Connacticut
Senate the resolution isdorsiog the plao was
amended by strikior out the portion requesting
the Conneetient membera ol Congress to sup-
port it, and then passed 19 to 1. Ia the House
the resolution wasreferred to the Committee on
PFederal Relations 116 to 11,

Mucii hias been said about the soup house,
and #o many false statements mada in the pa-
pers and misrepresontations cireulated on the
gtreets and elsowhere, that I propose to corract
many of the errors and mistatements and meke

a plain and truthful statement of what 1 know
and saw. Itis not true that only nine whites
wero served with soup on Saturday last; three
times that number were served from the office
of the soup lLouss, principally small children.
"Phe little children are put in the office, both
white and colored, and served there. I was
present all the time, snd know it to be so. Many
white families get their soup and meat through
negro girls and boys. 1 know it, and if necessary
could name thew. Many white and colored
people also come st night, and none are sent
awny empty, The superintendent is « kind-
hearte! man, and dispenzes the provision in his
custody to the best advantsge, A great deal
has been *aid sbout parleining meat, &c. That
is not true. The meat is cut up in small pieces
in tho presanca of every one, and put inthe
caldron. What uso would itbe Lo & lamily
except for soup. There is, therefore, no induce:
ment to teal it, because thern is plenty ol soup
without the trouble of making it. As tothe
running of the machine for political eflect, |
know but one man who is trying that on, The
Commiltee on the Poor, who hsve supervision
over tho matter, give their attention and do the
hest they can for tho banelit of all who apply for
aid. In conelusion, I will say that much good
has been done by the soup house, but I believe
