A certain Dr. Palmer told Pigmouth Chureb,
last Fridey eight, that *‘South Carolina was
still 2 white man’s State, and that though the
pegroes there waoted to learn, there were no
schouls for them,”” but he torgot to tell the ap-
plauding audieoee that though the white prop-
erty holders of the State pay heavy taxes for
the support of the uegro schools the radical
office holders steal the money and apply it to
their own individual uses, aod that so potori-
ous is this fact that the republican wansgers of
the Peabady fund now positively reluse to al-
low saoy pertien of that fund togo to the
schools in Soutl Carolioa, aod will pot resume
their appropriations to that State until new
*aod honest men shall bave been appointed to
superintend the expenditure.

Daring the examination of Kenaer, one of
the vegro wewmbers of the Liouisiapa returning
board, by the Congressional committee on the
powers aod privileges of tho Ilouse, last Sat-

South Carolina acd Kansas ull the vacancies
that will ceeur tn the Usited States Senate on
the 4th of nex: Mieh have been filled, sod
the indications are that, when the clecticns in
those States zre settied, the Senate will stand
thirty-seven demoerats to thirty-nine republi-
caps, but sete vl the latter such hooest weo
that a measure that will prove disadvantageous
to the interests ol the coustry, casnot be foreed
through, simply beeause it may bepelit the
radical party.

The counting of the Presidential jclectoral
vote will be commenced in the hall of tke House
of Representatives at one o’clock next Thurs-
day, wheo the votes of thesix first States in al-
phabetical crder will be cousted as all the votes
have been herctolore, but when the seventh
State, Florida, is called the counting will stop,
for the votes of that State will be referred to
the commission appoiated under the Compro-
ise bill, and the resule of that reference, if
in favor of Tilden,will decide the question with-
out {urther trouble.

All the Virginia delegation in Congress ex-
cept the representative of Verwont, Mr. Stow-
ell, voted for the comprowise bill, and though
there was not a single demoerat 1o the House
who was not thoroughly convioced of the elec-
tion of Gov. Tilden, yet all but cighteen voted
for the Lili in order to show to the country that
they were willing to agree to any reasonable
plan for setthing the existing difficalty.  How

(oLuMBIA, 8. (., Jao, 29,—Judge Carpen-
ter, before whom the case of Peter Swith, a
pegro cooviet pardooed by Chamberlain was
peadivg, decides that neither Chamberlain nor
Hamptoa is lawfuily inaugurated goveroor, and
that Chawmberlaio bolds over uotil the legal
qualification ol s suceessor und no longer.

A telegram from limwounsville, io Darling-
ton county, says: Oa Saturday B. U. Halloway,
the Cbamberlain trial justiee, was shot by un-
koown parties, noear his door, at 2 o'clock in
the morpiog. Ile lived uotil 11 o’clock Sun-
day morning when a coroner’s jury was cmpau-
¢clled to investigate the assassination. In the
meaptime the negroes became very iodignant
and excited, particularly the membersot the
militia compaoy at that place, and the inteod-
sat ol the towa for the protection of life and
property organizzd a strong poliec foree,
The segroes turoed out with rifles and station-
ed themselves on the outskirts of the town,
Iyivg chiefly in ambush. Everythiog appesred
to be perfectly quict uutil about 2 o'clock Sun-
day morning, wheo some of the special pulice
were making their rounds they were fired up-
an {rom a small picce of woods iour or five
tiwes,the shots taking cffect 1o the shoulder of
ooe, uod the hip of avother, slightly wounding
both, The oflicers returoed the fire without
aoy cffect and then made their way back to
towa. I'he death of & trial justice ereated fresh
excitewent among the negroes, and they are
loud acd vehement in their threats against the
whites,

Tir ADJUSTMENT OF SOUTHERN STATE
Depts,—Weunderstand that meetings of boad-
bolders of the several defaultiog Scuthiern
States will soon be called to co-operate with
the board of arbiters appoioted oo Thursday.
The boodholders could pot do a better thivg
for themselves or for the country than to put
their affairs io the haods ol those five geatle-
men, whose high personal reputatioo, familiari-
ty with financial questions and the resources of
the South, and thorough business experience
well it them to conduct such negotiations sue-
cessfully. The holders of the boods can, of
course, do something toward a settlement, it
acting for themselves, as they have already
done. But a committee of disinteresied per-
gons—not one ol them the owser ol a delault-
ed Southero bood—are in a better position to
comwand the confidence of the Southero peo-
ple thauo the oreditors would be.  This is cs-
sential to the adoption of some geveral system
ol adjustment. W hatever the committee are
able to accomplish in any ope Southera State
will make the way ecasier for them iu otier
States. They will act upon some well-delioed
and uoiform plan which will close up the busi-
ness far more quickly and probably on more
favorable terms for creditors than the latter
could secure by separate efforts.  lo this latoer
the arbiters will be sustained by the upited
business interests of the North, and they will
Lave the best wishes ol the best mea of the
two parties in this section. Kverything coo.
curs to clothe their mission with dignity and
importance, and give it the assuraoce of sue-
cess, They will probably visit in person the
capitals of the defaultiog States and confer di-
rectly with the authorities. [t isknown in ad-
vance {rom some of the States that they will
l]e very favorably received, and their overtures
for an equitable composition of the debts will
be met halt way.
1t the boodholders respond promptly to this
proposition, much way be dooe during the
present winter.  But it is too much to hope
that tho finaoces of two of the States—Louis-
iana apd South Carolina—can be straightened
out while they are atlicted by dual goveromeuts,
The right or wrong of the contendiog sets of
officials nust somehow be settled in those States
before the committee can opegotiate, With
those exceptions, the plan adopted at Thurs
day's meeting, promises to secure beneficial re-
suits at an early day.—New York Jowrnal of
Commerce.

Richmood's most esteemed citizzos died at his
residence io this city this mornisg, at 2 o'clock
—JFrederiek William Haoewiockel, the Impsa-
rial Coosul of Germaoy and Austria. Mr
Hap=wiockel was cogaged in the tobacco bus
iness. Ile was born io Bremen io 1821 and
came to this city in 1841, Hisincome was
larger, perhaps, than that of aoy other mer-
chant in the ciiy, it being between $70,000 and
880,000 per year. But it was oot for bis
wealth that he was esteemed, but his charities,
bis pure Christian life. He did his good deeds
in sceret.  lle was s member and vestrymeo
of 8t. Jawes' Bpiscopal Church in this city.
Io the carly part of the year 1875 bo bought
and prescuted to the Protestant Lpiscopal
churches of this city the large and elegant
buildiog on Fourth sireet, vorth of Lizigh, lo
making this muoificent offering it was the de-
sign of Mr. llagewiockel that the building
should be used as a home for aged members of
the Protestant Episcopal Chureh who, haviog
seen better days, might be in reduced circum-
stances and unable to proeure for themselves
an adequatc support. And his design has been
well carried out, and this noble iostitution will
bear favorable comparison with any io the
land. The lipiscopal Church in Virginia will
sustain u great loss by bis death, e way
stricken with pavalysis.  Ile had o simudar at-
tnck about eighteen moathy ago, whilo in at-
tondanee upon the Episcopal Council.

The Porte has, under the sdviee of l'racce
and Austria, asked Scrviza aod Mooteoegro to
send delegates o arrapge peace, acd Prioece
Milan has sigsilied to Midbat Pasha bis desire
to commenca negotiations.  T'he Prince asked
advice of the Czir, who told him that peace
should be accepted from whatever quarter it
was offered. The Sultan has issued ao impe-
rial order throwiog open bis military schools to
Christiacs as provided by the new coostitution,
Persia’s policy is likely to be pacific io view of
the peutral attitude of Eoglaod, uoless she is
subjeeted to extraordinary pressure by Russia.

Haxaisa At Port Tosacco.—The Port
Tobacen Times says that preparations have be-
guo for the csecution of Simpson and Heory,
the Glywont murderers, in that town oo the
uth of February.

“Iho gallows will be erected immediately be-
hiod the Court House and against that build-
ing, and in rear of the judge’s seat.  The plat-
form will be 12 feet long, 9% fect wide aod 7
fect 6 inches high, The two uprights for the
gallows are 4 by 6, and will be 16 feet G inches
sbove the ground, securely braced oo sills
which will rest upoo the ground. ‘The cross
beaw, which is 4 by 8, will be U lect long, with
braccs on cach tide, The ropes, which have
already arrived, and which cost $40, will pass
tkirough the beam and be sceured to cleats be-
low, €0 that the bodies way be lowered alicr
the execution, ‘The trap door will be 3 fear 4
ioches by 4 fect, secured by four feet hinges

New Yorg, Jap. 29.—The Tribune's Wash-
ington dispateh says: The Presidect yesterday
in conversation apunousced his belief that the
time hus vow arrived wheo an immediate re-
suwption of specie payweots is possible. He
said he has cbserved for some mooths pasta
teudeney in the lisaneisl effairs of the country
toward this poict, and bus watcbed it closely
with a view of suggesticg, at the proper time,
measures lockiog to the accomplishment of the
desired result. Referring to some of the more
important recest commercial events, he said
the statisties of our foreign commerce show a
balaoece of trade io favor of this country
amounting duriog the last year to $120,000,-
000, During the present fiscal year endiog oo
the 20:h ef June pext he believes that the
balagee will Le at least $£100,000,000 iv our
favor.

‘I'he Presidest,after speakicg of the flatteriog
mapoer in which our 44 per ct. bonds have been
received in Lurope, said already $70,000,000 of
themn have been sold, and the indications are
that thelremaining $230,000,000will be disposed
ol as rapidly as the bondscan be handled by the
Treasury Department and the Syodicate. The
President said that with a contiouation of trade
in our lavor a rapid demand for our securitics
at low rates of interest, and the productive re-
sources ol the country ina healthful condition,
and 13rcpurcd to embark io new prosperous en-
terprises, no more timely moment can be se-
leected fur the realization of the advanlages
atteoding n return to specie payments, and the
l'uqrty-!'uurtll Uongress caonot better close its
existence (hao by the enactment ol such legisla-
tion as will accomplish this result, Geoperal
Grant believes that provision can be wade for
the resumption of speeie paywments by some
