The Oldest Stone Tools Yet Jj'ofxd..

Omq of the problems which geologists now proposeto themselves is to ascertain definitely
whether the existence of man beforo the closo of
the glaciul epoch can bo certainly proved. The
method of proof ronsists in the examination of
formations older than thoso of that epoch, in tho
hopes of finding in them bones or implements
of human origin. Mr. 6. 13. .J. tikurtchly thinks
ho has done this. In tho valley sido around the
town of Brandon, in England, "aro proserved
patches of brick earth, which are valuable as

allording the only workable clay in tho district. !
Whonevor theso beds are well exposed they are j
seen to underlie tho chalky boulder-cJay of
glacial age. Of this there cannot be tho slightest
uoubt, for the glacial bod is typically devoioped ,

and not in the slightest degree reconstructed.
In theso beds I have been so l'ortunato as to find *

palaeolithic implements in two places, and in <

one of them quantities of broken bones and a I
few fresh wator-sholIs. Tho implements aro of r
the oval type, boldly* chipped, but without any j
of tho finer work which distinguishes the better
mado palaeolithic implements.

By the act of Coogress, approved January 14, j
1875, "io provide for the resumption of specie
payments," the first of January, 1ST9, is fixed
as to the date upon which resumption is to be-
gin.

it may not be desirable to fix an earlier date
when it shall actually become obligatory upon
the government to redeem itsoutstandiog legal
tender notes io coin on presentation, but it is
certainly moot desirable, and will prove most
beneficial to every pecuniary interest of the
coumry to basteu the day when the paper circulationof the country and gold coin shall have
equal values. At a later day, if curreocy and
coin should retain equal values it might become
advisable to authorize or direct resumption.

L believe the lime has come when by a simple
act of tbo legislative braueb of the government
this most desirable result c*n be ubtaiued. I
am strengthened in this view by the course
trade has taken in the last two years, and by
the strength of the credit of the United States
at home and abroad.

For the fiscal year ending June JO, 1S70, the
exports of the United States exceeded the importsby $120,213,10-. But our exports iocliide$40,509,021 of specie and bullion in excessof imports of the same commodities for six
months of present fi.-cal year. From July 1,
1S70, to January 1, 1877, the excess of exports
over imports amounted to $107,544,SCO.and the
imports o( specie and bullion exceeded the
ports ot the precious metals by $0,102,14S.

in the same time the actual excess ol exports
over imports for the six months, exclusive of
specie and bullion, amounted to $113,737,040,
siiowiDg for the time being the accumulation of
speiie and ballioD in the country amountiog to
more than $0,000,000, in addition to the naturalproduction of these metals for same period.
The total increase of gold and silver for the six
months are not far short of sixty million dollars.

It is very evident that unless the great in
crease of the precious metals can be utilized at
home, io such a way as to make it in some mannerremunerative to the holders, it must seek a

foreign market, as surely as would any other
product of the soil or manufactory.
Any legislation that will keep coin and bul,lion at lionio will, in my judgment, soon bring

about practical resumption, and will add the
coin oi the country to the circulating medium,
thus securing a healthy inflation of a sound currency,to the great advantage of every legiliimato business interest.
