tions, they felt that the [rauds of the State
Returping Boards were to be erowned by one
committed in the wational Capitol, and that &
million over half of the white frecmen of (he
country—if they allow it—were to be deprived
of their just rights ina buildivg surmouanted by
the (toddess of Liberty.

Thoueh the actual demoeratio mujorily in
Florida was much less thao that in Lonisiana,
the fraud committed in the former was just as
glariog as that io the latter, and the demoerat-
ic cas2 the stropger in the former, because
the sawe Returning Board that gave that State
to Hayes, gave it alsote the radieal State
officers, but the swindle was so appureat that
these latter had pot the audacity to claim their
election und cooceded it to their fairly-chosen
oppoucuts, Lf the return was correct in ono
case it must have been correct in the other,
and the Florids courts so deeided it when they
gave the State to Tilden. The demoerats have
no such plea to preseot when Louisiana shall
come before the Commission, tor, though the
action of the Returning Board ot that State
from beginiog to cuding is warked by bribery,
forgery, aud perjary, sod that so plaioly (hat
those who run may read, it has not beee ignor-

ed, as was the case ia Florida, (o the extent of

recoguizing those declared by it to be defeated
as the lairly-eleated
course, if no evideace other than that afforded
by the ecertificate -of (iev. Kellogs, lounded
upoa the returs of Gav. Wells, can be consid-
ered, the radicals clectors will be declared elee-
ted and the Stute given to Hages

The only remainiog Stute ubout which there
is likely to be any questidu is Oregon, aed,
though, by the raling of the Commission, oo
evidence outside of the ecertificate of Gov.
Stearns could be coosidered in the Ilorida
case, and none outside the eertificate of Gov.
Kellogg can be coosidered in the Louisiaoa
case, in the Oregon ease it is entirely different,

for, by the same ruling, evideoce outside of

the certiticate of Gov. Grover ean be consider-
ed, for his cortificate was not founded upontbe
deliberations ol the State Board of Caovassers,
and 50 the appointment of Mr. Cronin will vot
be reeognized and Oregon also be given to
Hayes,

Such, it is tearad and believed, will be the
result ol a plan, whicl, though adopted for the
purpose of settling 2 vational dispute by a fair
and honest eaunt of the ballots of the voters of
the country, hias, by the ioflucnee of partisan
feeling, i not, as siated 1o suwe quarters, Ly
baser and more watenal considerations on  the
part of anewbois of the Saprewe  Usurt,
beea deetded upan purely legal quibbles and
techmicalities, precisely as the radicals from the
tirat dewanded 1@ should be done, except that,
instead of Mr. Llerry, the Presideut of the
Sepale, a wore corrupi man, though 2 wewm-
ber of the Suprewe beoch, makes the decision;
and, io makiog it, he surprises nove more than
the radieal leaders who opposed the plan so vio-
lently,becausa they kuew that a just count would
have sccured the inauguration of Mr. Tilden.
But, though that decision will briog reprouach
upon republican institutions, and be the crown.
ing infamy ol the age, as the democrats agreed
to the mode of arbitrament, they should, in
our opinion, abide by it, even though, as it
will assuredly, perpetuate radieal rule as long
ag the country shall retain its present forwm of
goveroment, for, with their money and audaci-
ty, supplemented by the experieace of this

However, as it is the part of wisdom to

upon the best and most reliable iolormation
that ean Le precured, and to this end shall be
authorized and empowered to send for persons
ard papers, should it be decmed vecessury. A
certiticd copy ol the assessment when wade
shall be immediately forwarded by the seere-
tary of the Board or other proper oflicer (o
every ratlroad or canal cowpany o assessed,
whose duty it shall be Lo pay into the treasury
ol the State within sixly days alicr the reeeipt
thereof the tax which may be imposed therenu
by law.

way keep five boarders without paying a tax,

The following provision is added to the see-
tion regarding ageots {Lr rentiog houses :
“Provided that no other person cxespt ad-
ministrators, guardians, cxecutors, aul other
liduciarics shall be exewpt from the paymeot
ol the tax,”

To the livery stable section the following
provigion has been added @ “'If the license be
to keep a livery stable by proprictors el public
watering places, and other places of summer
resort, or aoy other persons at such places,
and is for six months or less, the tax thereon
shall be one-half’ the rates above specified.”

The speeilie lieznse tax to a person for the

privilege of runniog a single hack shall be ten
dollars,
The assessment Lill has been amended as to
real estate exempt from taxation by striking
out the provisico exempting roal estale owoed
by “seminaries and other institutions devoted
to purposes of edueation,'’ leaving all such o
ba taxed.

Sv, Lovrs, Feb, 11, 1877.—A brulal murder
was commiited yesterday evening near Inde-
pendunce, Mo, the victim being Deputy Mar-
shal H, H. Hughes. Hughos had a wsrrant for
e arrest of two men numed Green and Miller,
on the charge of chooting al some parties in
West Kansas City, The would-be murderers
fled from that placo and went to Blue Bottom,
where they were engsaged in culling cord wood
when their retreal was discovered.

Hughes proceeded to thedugoutin which they
wore living, sczompanied by Messrs, Fisher and
Gilchrizt. He went into their hut, read the
wurrant and demanded a surrender Green,
with s horrid osth, ordered him out, at the
same lime covering bim with his revolver and
firing, the ball taking effect in Hughes' breast.
At the time Green iired he kicked a boxasa
signal to Miller, who also fired, and his shot
struck Hughes in the shoulder, fracturing the
bones. Hughee foll back and fired as he fell,
without cifect, bowever, His last words were,
“Tail my wife,”” which werarepeated. Iurther
utlerance was stopped by an effision ot blood
through the mouth, and death ensued.

The county is thoroughly sroused. Marshal
Liggot, with oflicers and a posse, have started
in persuit of tho murderers, They were track-
ed nlong the narrow gauga railroad track across
the Blue Bridge, where the trail was lost, and

Reourarroys rvor LENT.—The following
regulutions for Lent havo besn published by
Rt. Kev. James Gibbons, Rishop of Richmond,
and Administrator Apostolic of North Carolina:
1. Lent this year will commence on Ash Wed-
vesday, the 14th of February.

2, Kvery day of Lent (Sundays excepled) is a
fast day, binding on all not legitimately digpen-
ged.  Only one full meal (to be laken after wid-
day) 15 sllowed by law,

5. Flesh meat is allowed on Sundays at all
the meals ; and on week days at the principal
meal en Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdsys and
Saturdays, except tha second and lust Saurday.

4, o thoze who fast custom allows in the
morning & cup of coifes, or tes or chocolato,
made with water, and a small yportion of hread ;
alzo an evening ecollation, not to exceed the
fourth part of an ordinary meal, Those not
having control of their times of repast, snd
forced to takn thoir mesls at & late hour in the
afternoon, are permitted Lo trunsfer the collation
to the morning.

5. Flesh ment and fsh ara nol w be used dur-
ing Lent at 1ha saiao meal.

i;, Excluding flesh meats, it the proporlion
customary be not excoeded, it is permitted 1o
usza st collation the other articles of food, such
as fruit, butter, cheese, oges and even fish.

7. The preparation cf food with hog's lard is
allowed.

8. Boing under twenly.one years ol uge, old
ago, intirmilty of health, pregnancy, the nursing
of infunte at the bresst, and hard labor, ara good
causes of dispensation from the fast, But good
reasons for being exampted from the fast are not
always reasons to bo exempted from the absti-
nence.

The Paschaltimeoxtends from the #irstSunday
of Lent till Trinity Sunday during which time,
(atholics who have altained the use of reason are
bound, when approved by their confessors, to
received Holy Communion. A child at the age
ol seven yoears is considered bound by the law
of confessiun,  Purents should take notice of this
Faet.

SoCiALIsM ¥ GERMANY,-—-Atl tha iirst elecs
tions to the German Reichatag in 1871 there were
125,075 voles in sll recorded for socializt candi-
datures throughont tho empire. At the second
goneral oloctions in 1874 this total had gone up
to 431,272, and groat was the perlurbalion in
offleial quarters al the discovery. Al the eiee-
tions which aro just concluded, oxcopt so far as
thie second ballots sre concorned, it is caleulsted
that the soeialistz have doubled, or trebled even,
tho maposing figures of the previous election;
ard not only the government, but the rational-
liberal und other modorate parties are visited with
an apparent access of fright, which reminds the
foreign observer very much of ono of those cold
fitzot laterrcur blanche which have so frequently
seized the middle and upper classes in I'ranca.
In realily there is some foundation for the ap-
preliensions of tho authorities, considering the
relations in which German governments ususlly
stand to the governed. Accustomed to baal-
ways interfering in the ordinary life ot the peo-
ple to s degree undreamed of in this country,
the Gerwan governments tind thewmeelves con-
fronted by an organization which also claims to
interfere with every detsil of social life, but
in u dircction absolutely hostile to all the pre-
sont bent ef public administration. A laizsex
fairo government might philosophicaily ehiake
the hesd in mild deprecstion of tho protensions
ol the socialists, but agreo that time and com-
mon senso weuld set most things tolerably right
after s«ll; but no words can nxpress the discom-
ort, the worrging irrilation of & government
wlicl, habiluated to settle everybody's business
for bim, sees the gradusl increase cf an antago-
nistie party equally bent on arranging cvery-
hody's business in the contrary sense,—-London
