An Alligator Battle.

alligators. The huge reptiles only arrived in
town yesterday morniog, haviog been packed
in big boxes. They were placed in the great
tank where the white whale was wont to dis-
port, the water haviog been first drawa off,
Two of the alligators are fourteen and a hail
feet long, five are over nioe fect and the other
five range {rom six to seven fect. The whole
dozen were a remarkable group, and, thongh
chilled and siff with the cold, they were evi-
dently troublesome custowers to haodle,
While Mr, Coup and Mr. Reiche, the pro-
prictors, were cousultivg oo the best method
of warming a sullicicnt quantity of water to
flood the taok, the aliigators roused up aod be-
gan to muke thiogs very lively jinside of the
glass enclosure.
Ooe ol the emploges went in to decide
whether oue of the lareest reptiles was alive,
he beiog so helpless when first placed in the
tapk that it was feared death had ensued. The
question had to Le decided belore the flow of
warmed water wasstarted,  Mr, Bishon quietly
descended the ladder aud wakiog to the cen-
tre of the taok seizzd the big alligator by the
tail. Scarcely had be done so when a most ex-
citiog scene eosued.  The dormant reptile at
ouce raised  his ugly hesd, aod openiog his
mouth soarled like av iofuriated bulldog. The
sound had a wonderiul cffeet on the whole
group aod theu cosued cbe battle.  Mr, Coup,
sceing that one ol the cight-foot alligators was
about to scize Mr. Bishion’s foot, called out to
him aod ordered him to leaye the tavk. He
complied rather unwillingly, for it was evideut
that trouble was abead. The ulligator who
had been decwed dead becawe very hively and
lushed Lis teil io vengeial wood,  Happeriog
to strike ooe of the wine foot geotlemen the
latter was ceraged, sed  swingioe round like
lightoiog avd with a ficree snari be sought 1ssue
with his vldersutagouisi.  Boihof the reptiles
cloged, tueir faws ioterlappiug, asl the strug-
ele that cosued was a teartul one,  Two of the
smaller coes followed =ui- wpd beguo tighdog
oo their owu book. B dawed frow the
jaws of the two larger vses, aud a geoeral com-
wotion was vbserveabic amoug the whole lot,
The visitors gathered rount he rank and
viewed the battle with deepnierest,  All foor
of the combatants were cvidearly warmed up
to their work, aod their contortivas werz fright-
{ul, FinsliyProf. Butler dectded tobavea stream
ol cold Croton warer thiewn oo the fightiog
allizators. This acted] ke a charw for the sndden
dash of jee eoll water was evidently distaste-
ful to the brutes, as their jawsrelaxed aod they
separated. But it was only for o woment, for
scarcely had the hoss bees taken down before
the largest pair beean fightivg agaiv. This
time, water had no cffeer, aod as coe of the al-
ligators had seized Lis autagovist by the fore
foot and was slowly teariug it off wore despe-
rate measures were decmed vecessary,  Mr,
Bishon aceordingly re-cuterd the taok, armed
with a lopg iron crowbar.
(Cautiously pushing aside two or three of the
emaller cnes L wade his way to the ceotro of
the coelosure wud, by muin loree, pried opeo
the monster’s jaws, Uius releasing tho wonaded
oue, who was glad euovgh o sWwiog hnwselt
elear of dauger. 1t i9 cxpeceted that two or
three days must clapse Lefore these saurian
wmonsters wiil be aesusiomed o ose another,
and a striet watel has to be kept on the group
in prevent ther killivg each other, These
specimens are the largestin captivity, aod forw
an important leature amorz the many wonders

ik Corpizs, —An anscientjburial place was
dizeovered in Shelby, Fogland, io 1857; and at
a depth of six or seven feet several coffins
formed of the tanlks of trees, split in too and
apd hollmged ont, were exhumed.
