If a man thus returned
to power can ride in safety from the Exocutive
Mansion to the Capitol, to bo inaugurated, wo
are tilted for the slavery that will follow the
inauguration. We do not believe the people of
tho United Statos are of this servilo sort. Wo
Jo not believe that they are prepared, without a
Mow, to part with their hard earned, bloodstainedpossessions."
