Protection ot iiame. 4;
The following is the text of a bill tor tbe

protection of game in Virginia, which has
passed the House of Delegates, and will, it is .<</
believed, have the concurrence of the Senate
and approval of the Governor at an early day :
Be it enacted Uy the General Assembly,

That it shall not bo lawful for any person to '$
kill or capture, or offer for sale or buy, aoy
partridges or quail between the 1st day ot Februaryand the 15th day of October of each
year within this State; Dor shall it bo lawful to
capture partridges at any time, by means of
nets or traps of uny kind, except on his own
land.
2 It shall Dot be lawful for any person io

kill or capture pheasants or ruffled grouse betweenthe first day of February and the first
day of August of each year; nor woodcock betweenthe first day of February and the first
day of July of each year; nor robins between
the first day of April and tho first day of Novemberof each year; nor shall it bo lawful at
aoy time to kill or capture any brown thrush,
cat bird, cardinal (or red) bird, house wreD,
oriole, wood robin, blue bird, house martin, or
starling, or to destroy their nests.

3. It shall not be lawful to kill or capture
any wild water-fowl in this State between the
1st day of April and the first day of Septemberof each year, except the wild duck com*
mnnli' L-nnwn r.n 1 n;>llr>il llif» tsmnmpr riimL- nr

during the night.that is, between dark and
daybreak, nor shall it be lawful to kill wiid
water fowl except with a gun thatcan bo raised
at arm's length aod fired from the shoulder
without a rest. Wild geese may be killed either
during the day or night; provided, that in no
case shall floating reflectors or lamps bo used
io shooting wild gceso in the Dighttime.

4. ft shall not be lawful to kill orcapturo wild
turkeys, between the 1st day of February aod
the loth day ot October of each year, nor at
any time by traps of any kind.

It shall not be lawful for six years from
the passage of this act to capture mockiDg
birds, or to buyer sell the same, aod both
buyer and seller shall he subject to the penally
imposed by this act, and io addition each shall
be fined oue dollar for every bird sold and
bought; hut this section shall not apply to any
person catching or having caught the same on
his own premises unless lor sale.

t>. It shall not be luwlul to kill or capture
deer within this .State between the loth day of
December and the 15th day ol August of tho
next succeeding year.

7. Any person offending against the provis
ions of this act shall be guilty of a misdemeanor,and on conviction thereof in any court, or

before a justice of the peace, shall be Gued $U)
for each offence, and shall be imprisoned till
said line is paid, but not exceeding thirty days.
The possession ol any prohibited bird or deer
within the prohibited period mcutioucd in this
act shall be held as prima facie evidence ot its
violatiuo, and subject the person in possession
to its penalties.
