Without discussing at present (he manner in
which this protection of the rock tiah may be
most effectually accomplished, it would seem

probable that this may be done to a very great
degree, if not entirely, by the enaetmeul by
Congress tor this district, and by the Stales of
Virginia and Maryland, of a law prohibiting
the capture and sale of any tish of that kind
having a less weight lhau may be deemed the
best standard for the ultimate production of
the greatest amount of food.

Tho leading men of the Turkish Government
who will have to take the responsibility of peace
or war, arc earnestly desirous for peace.

neighboring countries hostile to Turkey, suggeststhat while diplomatists arc quibbling over

a cordon round Turkey which may furnish a

surprising spectacle to Kuropo.
