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Rosewood..It has puzzled many to docido
why the dark wood so highly valued for furnitureshould bo called rosewood. It3 color certainly

doos not look like that of a rose, but when

the tree is lirst cut the lresh wood possesses a

strong roseliko fragrance; honce the name.

There aro half a dozen or more kinds of rosewoodtrees found in .South Amorica and in the
East Indies, and neighboring islands. Sometimestho treo3 grow so largo that planks four
loot broad and ton foot in length can b3 cut
from them. Theso broad planks arn principally
used to make tops for pianofortos. "\Vhon growingthe rosewood treo is romarkablo tor its
beauty.; but such is its valuo in manufactures as

ornamental wood, that somoof tho forests where
it once grew abundantly, now have scarcely a

single specimen. In Madras tho Government
has prudently had great plantations of this troo
set out in order to koep up the supply.
