sacred dust und that of the immortal Lee is sa-
credly guarded by Lexington's fair dsughters.
I love her for her memories, for her patriotiam,
for her pure unse!lish devotion to our dead, for
the record she has made for herself and for the
South in virtue and in greatness and for tho in-
delible fame which encireles in undying glories
around the spotless brows of her incompsrable
