Maxwell's planiog mill then took bre uod o
change io the wiod carried the flames over to
the eastern side of the street and also in the
direction of William strect, cut its way through
to Ouawa street, licking up all the flimsy
houses in its advanee, and ooly stopped at
Nazareth stroet, when it reached Ottawa stroet,
where (lie firemen made a determined fight to
arrest its progress. The flimes went o0a to
Nazareth street, and at gne tima threatened to
devour the buildivgs on Duke strect, but oniy
four were eonsumed on the latter street.
