Byicquiry from a promiccut physician ot Hart-
ford he learned how loog the disease took to
waoifest itsclt, and as tbe day approached for
sywploms to appeat Le grew copsiantly more
agitated, uotil he breke dowa completely.

sionsl spusws, asd at tmes has been very
violeot.
