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The New York Herald, io an editerial on

Arliogton, says:i—

“We doubt if Mr. Lee bas sy claim which
a court of law will sapction. In theearly years
of the war, when. that part of Virginia was in
military possession of the goveroment, the mil-
itary authorities administered thereio the laws
of Virgioia, collecting apd cooliscating such
taxes as were due on the property. Wheo
the taxes were pot paid the lapds were liable to
sale, and the Arliogton property was actually
offered for sale, finding no bidders wbo were
williog to pay the amount of the taxes, It was
accordingly bid in by the goveroment, which
acquired a title io accordance with the statutes
of Virgivia relating to tax sales. This title
seemed so urquestionable that neither General
Lee duriog s life, nor Mrs. Lee after his
death, made apy attcmpt to recover the prop-
erty. The estate was willed by its prior owper
to Mrs, Lee for life and to her ¢ldest son on
ber decease. He now asserts his claim chicfly
oo the grouod that his reversionary lotercst
could oot be impaired by a tax sale. He main-
taios that as no tax was ever levied on him be
pever failed to pay ooe, aod that his rights
were not subject to forfeiture by the neglect of
temporary possessors of the property. It the
tax laws of Virginia resemble those ot New
York this is an utterly untenable position.
Property is sold for tazes without regard to
complications of owoership, but mortgages and
persons baving a fature cootingent interest are
permitted to redeem it withio a limited time,
By failure to do so they forfeit all their pre-
ezisting rights. Supposiog this to be the law
ot Virgioia, as it certainly is of wost of the
States,. we do pot see that Mr. Loe has o shred
of legal titlo to the Arlington estate.”’

The Herald’s errors in this paragraph seem
to embrace all the guestions of fact as woll as
all the questions of law io refercnce to the mat-
ter. The military authorities vever did “‘ad-
minister the laws of Virginia’' io this county,
They pever ‘‘collected and coufisoated any”
tix whatever. The tazes for the so-called
arrears which the Arlington estate was sold for,
were taxes levied by the United States, aod the
invalidity of the saleof the whole of an estate of
great value for a few dollars taxes, uoder such
circumstaneces a3 those under which the Arling-
ton estate was sold, hus been repeatedly de-
termined by tho courts, Itis also contended
that the tag was teadered, but Judge Johoson
holds that sueh a tesder was unuoeeessary in
the face of the koown rule of the commission-
ers to receive the tax from noooe but the own-
er. It is, also, urged that the tax sale did oot
pass the reversionary interest, aod lastly,
that the Upited States could acquire no title
to land in the State without the econsent of the
State, and &0 far from any attempt having been
made to recover the property by Mrs, Lee, that
she did make sueh attempts the proesediogs of

Coneress will prove.

That Gen. Lee will recover bisright is us sure
as that civil courts have been re-established,
but that he would in any eveat disturb Arling-
ton cemetery no one belicves, and ha huas re-
peatedly anoounced his intention not to do so,

The erald is probably right in its aoticipa-
tion of what will occurr when the courts shall
have sustaived Gea, Lee's title, It says:—

Whatever may be the vesult of this svit noth-
ing is more absolutely certain than that the Ar-
lington grounds will remain forever in posses-
gion ol the United States and of the dead who
repose in them, The act of Congress relativg
to national cemeterics, passed in 1867, authoz-
izes the Sceretary of War to select for that pur-
pose such sites a3 he deems suitable, and ae-
quire shem by purchase. 1f the Seeretary and
the owners caonot agrec oo & price he i3 au-
thorized to take the property without their
vonsent, and provision is made {or the appoint-
meant of appraisers, aod on payment of the sum
awarded the fee simple vests in the Upited
States. Kven it Mr. Lee should gain his suit he
will never recover possession of Arlington. Ln that
event the Secretary of War will exercise the
power conferred on him by statute, avd if he
and the heir canoot agree as to a proper com-
pensation for the property the Upited States
will continue to hold it, acd Le can apply lor
the appoiotment of appraisers. It the appel
late courts decide that he i3 legally catitled to
the estate Lie will recover not it, but a reasona-
ble compensativa. The repose of the dead,
