What we waut is a
definite idea of 4 man's daty when he becomes
a Christian—then he isconverted,  Mirst, then,
we niust restrain onr passions, we must repeot
and (urn from them, from scifishness, envy,
jealonsy and all evil. We must get rid of them,
must live down all malign teclivg,  We must
not lalk evil ot onr neizhbors, nor thiok evil of
thew, vor rejoice in their mishaps, Now,
there ave buudreds of members of the churob,
who, if you weie to take all that out of them,
would have nothing left,  Their whole life is
mean and despieable, filled with triflings and
impertioences, and when they talk of the
higher religious life it is au fosuit to God.

Our trade or profession, our social pa-
sition, eversthing we have, is ours by God's
appointment, aod however humble 11 may be
we must ennoble it howeeer hiel, we must
live up toit,  We wusi give w it all our encr-
gies, and see that ic @9 petlumed, as it were,
with truth 1o !l pobleness,  That i3 liviog ae-
cording to (hodl, A= the apostle says, we must
serve not with the eye or lipsalone, but as unto
the Lord.
