Amicable relations exist between the
two forces. The soldiers of the quondam op
posing armies arc holdiog high carnival iu the
streets of Acapulco. Arm in arm they are
drinking aud carousing, and apparently the
best of I'ricuds. It is bioted that Alvarez has
gone over to the enemy, but the information is
extremely meagre. The American residents of
Acapulco are as yet undecided whether to leave
the place or not. They have so far escaped seriousmolestation, but they anoounoe their intionto appeal to the United States if they are
subjected to the iusults or hardships of a civil
war.
