We saw several ne-
gro women, wives of the meco, engaged 1D
shocking the wheat, So it seems Major Sath-
erlin is very kind in employiog women, aod col-
ored ones, too. All hands were busy at work
when we saw them. The proprictor cxpects to
zaroer over 6 000 bushels of nice pew wheat at
Cioverdale alun:; while st two other ferws be
will house the same quaotity. which will give
bim ov r 18,000 tusbels of wh at that will in 2
znod marker commaed about $1.75 per bustel.
Withont any txsgeeraticn this 13 the fipest
wheat crop we ever saw, and will cqusl, if not
excel any in the Valley of Virginia or the Val-
leys of California, and that, too, without a par-
ticle of fertiliz:rs of aoy kind, To vicw such a
fioe prospect for a crop as this fa1,;;, pres.ots
makes every one Wish they wer2qot-a, ll-to do.

Here also we saw several hunZ . acres of
pice green oats well headed which Wil soon be
ripe aod will produce abuodantly. Then you
can see bundreds of acres in tobacco and coro,
all flourishing. We learn Msjor Sutherlio will
make 1,500 barrels of corn avd thousauds of
pounds of tobaceo. Tlis is usdoubtedly ooe of
the finest pieces of farmiog property io the
State, and more sought after by mooeyed meo.
Tt is not only a treat but a perfect charm to
the eye.—Danville News.
