AMERICAN SHARPSHOOTERS INTITE RUSSIA?{
SErvicR, —Althouzh 1! has been generally sus-
‘peeted  for sotae weeks past that American
soldiers were entering the Russian servien,
oothing definite regardivg the matter way
learned until Satnrday, when it beeame koowa
that a cumber, probably tweoty, of Burden's
earps of sharpshooters sailed for Russia four
weierks ago, (0 take part io the European strug
gle. The Burden sharpshooaters were forme t
io Juee, 1261, of the bestriflamanin the Usited
States, aod furnished with heavy muzzle load-
iog riflas with telegeaph sights attached. As
an instance of the ability of the men, Joe Ketah,
the Texaa riflemao, the leader of the party
which has sailed for Russia, made fifteen con-
gacative hull's eves at 800 yards, Col, Barden
i3 now io the Russian service, and the negotia-
tiops were carried oo at first between him sod
Keteh, When the Russian fleet camo here
ICcteh, with seversl others, saw the grand dukes
on board the fleet and at their hotel. The ar
rangements were satisfactorily made, aod ths
men laft by the Cuoard linc and are now on thy
Danuie, The fullowing sharpshooters, amoog
others. aceompanied Keteli; Heary Reddy, of
New York city, Wilhiam Woods, of Bostoo,
Jack Sokiae, of Ilacioe, Wis., Uoweli Robio-
son, of Piutsburg, P’a.,, Monoy Wilson, of Low-
eil, Mass., J. Carter Jehoson, of Mootreal, Wil-
liam Dyer, of Boston, snd Joha and William
Taslor, of Buffalo, N. Y. William Taylor was
captared before Richmond and seatenced to be
shot, Il escaped the night before the day set
dowa for his execution, All the expenses of
the men to Russia were handed Ketol oo board
the Itussian flagship, acd he held numerous ia-
terviews with the Grand Duke Alexis, both on
board the [rieate and the Fifth Aveoue Hotel.
