Long Branch can scarcely pass a season with

- out its .sensation or;; scandal. The latest topiccfconversation is a sort ci sequel to the late
Beccher-Tiiton affair, the parties interested be
icg no less than Bscchcr's witness, Bessie Turner,Major Orr and one McPcrinotf, a Long
Branch hack driver, who asserts hi case II to b.<
the brother of Bessie Turner.
McDermott has been u rcsideut. oT Lng

Branch for many years, his occupation being
that ol a hack driver, and previous to the groat
scandal in Brooklyn McDermott aspired I'm
nothing higher than his calling. But when the
name, birthplace and antecedents of Bessie
were published in the public prints at the time
of the triai, McDermott, who for many years
had been looking for a long lost sister and
brother, from whom he had been separated
from infancy, was convinced that Bessie was his
sister, and camo to Brooklyn and saw Beccher's
lawyer, who refused to have anything to do
with hinj, while Bessie denied the relationship.

brother. The brother, who still bore the name

orother took him into partnership in the hack
business at Long Branch, where he yet remains.

After the trial, Bessie not being in as good
circumstances as formerly, and still bcing-soli
cited by her brother to accept a home, did so,
and last summer occupied for t hree weeks apartmentsin the Laylon cottage, ou Kockvillc avc

uue, Long Branch, McDermott paying, as said,
the bills. The brother kept the greatest secrecyof her whereabouts; but Bessie was discov
ered by prying newspaper mou, owing to her
giving her garments, which were marked "Bos
sic Turner," out to a washwoman to be laundried.After this she was followed and pointed
out everywhere she went, and at McDcrmott.'s

who stepped up to his sister, ;i3 ho styles her,
and was about to address her, when Maj. Orr
took hold cf him and administered him a sc
vere rebuke, threatening MeDermott that il he
ever attempted to speak to the lady in his
charge ho would cowhide him or break his
neck. Mueli excitement prevailed at the <ie
pot, and as the police were about to intcfere
Mr. Orr stepped on board the train for New
York.
The following letter is addressed to (he editorol* the Jj^ng Branch News, and in it Bessie

denies all knowledge ol the relationship to the
man claiming to be her brother :.

Dear Sir: Will you permit a defenseless
woman to say a word through the columns of
your paper in reference to the merciless perse
cutious of ono MeDermott, wiio drives a hack
at you place. He has rendered my life one o!
misery for quite two years past by his insane
persecutions of me and others in the idiotic
claim that he in a brother of mine.
