The Gold Cases.
Ln the United States Circuit to-day, Judge

Hughes delivered an opinion in the case of tho
United States vs. Wed. Smith, overruling tho
demurrer. Tho Judge, in renderiog his opinion,said :

Whether the suits of which this is cue ought
or ought not to have been brought was exclusivelyfor the Government and its law officers
to determine. The Court tiods them bore and
has no option but to consider them strictly with
reference to the principles of law on which they
depend.

This case is before me not upon issues of fact,
but upon facts admitted by demurrer, and upon
ihc law 30 ari-iiog upon facta so admitted. Tho
allegations of the declaration are these : 1st.
That the defendant was indebted to the iosur
gent government of Virginia in tho sum of
£5,000 on tue 2d of April, 1805. 2 j. That he
promised to pay tho said indebtedness. 3d.
That the said insurgent government was on the
Oth of April, 1805, overthrown by the Uoited
States by I'oroe of arms, and the lawful authorityof the United States reestablished iu the
State; and -Irh, that the defendant after the
said 'J.h ol April, 1SG5, in consideration of the
promises, undertook and promised to pay to
the Uoited States the said sum of §5,000.

Lho demurrer admits the allegations to bo
true, yet denies that they constitute a case of
indebtedness by the defendant to the United
States and prays judgment, &3.

And I still think it wouldbe better to leave the solution of the matter to
the Legislature, to which department the levyand disbursement of the revenues belong, in ailforms of government but that of ahsoluto mor.*
arcby. 1 have also thought that sound policyshould exclude the debt from being made a
party issue, for the reason that the conservative
