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Ex-President Thiers, of Franc?, died quite
suddenly of apoplexy at six o'clock yesterday
evening at St. Germain?. His sufferings were

apparently slight. M. Thiers was a little over

eighty years of age, having beeo born in April
1797. For nearly half a century he has filled
France and almost the world with his fame as

journalist, historian, orator and statesman. Xo
one in France has had a larger share in moulding
her destinies. Ilis first office was under Louis
Phillippe; his last was after the fail of the Empire.

M. Thiers was a s'atesmao of the very

highest order, and his career, which extended
over perhaps the most important period of
French history, forms a large portion of the an

nals of Lis country. His death at the present
time is a severe blow to the Repnblie. He pos^
sessed the confidence of the Freccb people to a

greater extent, perhaps, than aoy maD ot his
day.
