After the closiog ot the Gazetee’s report of
yeaterday’s proceediogs of the Tpiscopal Uene
ral Trienpial Copveotion in Boston, .
Hon, Hamiltoa IFish presented a report from
the Committee on Amendments Lo the Consti
tution, to which was referred memorials il
resolutions from the Diocese ol Wiscovsiu, e
lating to a change in the name of the Chureh.
The eommunication from Wisconsio asked lTor
the appointwcnt of a coustitutionul commission,
and the report of the committee wos that the
appointment of such comwmission Was X
pedient. Placed upon the calendar. -
The disonssion on the creation ol a new dio
gase in the State of Hlinois, with its Bishep b
(Juiocy. was then begun,  The areuments in
favor of the change were that the Bishop had
too much now to do, and that the disecse was
too iarge to be under the supervision ol one
Jishop,  T'he argument agaiost it was waioly
that it would inerease the expense. _

At 1 o'clock the Hous:2 of Bishops and the
House of Deputies met io a seeret manoer ot
the Brupswick Hotel, whers Innel was served
at 1.30 o'clock,

la the evening session resolations were sdopt
ed sanctioving the erection ol two wew dioceses
in the Diorese of lllinnis, ta ba knowa as the
Diaceses of Quiney and Sprioglicld, respeetive-
ly. The diceussion preceding the adoption of
the resolution oeeapied so much time that po
other binsiness was tragsacted.

The eleventh appual busioess woeetine of ihe
Ivangelical I8ducatioaal Socicty of the Protest
ant 1 piscopal Chureh was held yesterday, Bev,
Mr. Mauttelock, geoeral sceretary, read the
eleventh aonual repert of the Board of Mana
gers.  The largest partion ot the commudaics-
tion was prepaced by tlie seerctary, and hald not
been passed upon by the Board, Lo this por
tioo there was a sirone defenee ol the present
plan of eduestion of yousy wen (othe mivistry,
The repoit from the Buoard of Managers siated
the cach oo hand last year was $256.03; the re
ceipts during the year were 18,547 Gl—making
a total of 13,0210, Lxpendunies duriong
the year, $17,307.158, leaviog a balanee of
1,067.01, Notwithstaodiog the financial de-
pression the reccipts last year, not including
legacies, were neatly &1,000 greater than in the

pregicus yoear,

At the commesecment ol last year there wers
forty three young wen on the roll of the Socie-
ty reecivioe aid in pursuing theie theologiozl
studies, Sixteen names were added to this hst
durivg the year, asd tweoty five have enteed
the misistry, leaving at present on the rolls
thirty four.
