House Appoiiilees.
The e'ection of Col. .James Folk to t ho much ,

nought after position ol Doorkeeper of thellouse
:f llepresentatives, must be gratifying to bis
numerous friends in every section of our coun

try. He is the immedi&ie descendant of the
Polk, of Mecklenburg county, North Carolina,
whose patriotic daring first set the ball of iode 1
pendcnce in motion in 1775. His grandfather,
Charles, who was the brother of Ezikicl, who
was the grandfather of James K. Folk, vrns as

distinguished for his military services as he was

for bis freaks of frolic and fuo. 1 have a copy
of his muster roll t f a company in 1775 that
marched to South Carolina to subdue the Tories.
But his humour was as marked as his valour,
and woo for him the sobriquet of "Devil Charley,';'and richly did he desorve it.
On ouo occasion bis father had sold some

property and was returning home at night with
the gold, when Charley waylaid him ou the
road, and poiDtiog at his breast what llic old
man imagined was a horseman's pistol, demanded"bis life or his money." The old man
delivered up the money aud moved in double .

quick time to his home. Tho next morniogat breakfast, in no very amiable hu-inoar,while he was relating to his fam
ily his misfortune, tho jeopardy of his life,
beset by several robbers with pistols, aod the

lossof the money, Charley produced the gold, exclaiming,"1 thought daddy you knew mother'sold brass candlestick too well to tako it for {
a pistol, and me too well to take mo for a rob
btr." The old iuiu "went for him," and
Chat ley tcreat'-tl, and was among the missing
fur several d'sys, until his father's wrath was I
over.
