The Speakership.

The Speaker of ihe first IIousc of Representativesof (lie United Slates was Frederick

Augustus Muhlenberg, a Fennsylvanian, boro
at the Trappe, Montgomery county, June 22,
17:>0, and ordained to the mioisli)' of the LU
theran Church in Gerunty, whore lie was edit
eated. lie officiated as a Lutheran clergyman
iu this State /or several yeat>; lut afterward
became a politician and sat in the First. S
ond, Third and Fourth Congresses, service as

Speaker in the First and Third I louses. Ills
nephew, Henry Augustus Muhlenberg, was also
first a Lutheran clergyman and then a politi
ciaL; and I.is brother, John l'eter Gabriel
Muhlenberg, was ordained deacon in the
Church ol Bnglaud, April 112, J772, but, like
tho others, tubscquenlly became a politician,
having lel'c the church at the outbreak of'the
Revolution, takiog lor his text the oelcbrated
motto: "There is a time lor all things, a

tirno to preach and a time to fight," and "now
was tho time to fight." He was a brave soldier,and sat with his brother in (he First and
Third Houses of Representatives of the United
States, was United States Senator from I SOI
to 1S02, and Collector of the Fort of Philadelphiawhen he died, in 1 SCO. The South has
held the Speakership in twenty seven Houses
out of forty-five sinco the organization of the
Government. Nathaniel Macon, of Nprth Carolina,was Speaker six years; Henry Clay, of
Kentucky, eleven year.*; Andrew Stevenson, of
Virginia, seven years; John Hell, of Tennessee,
two years; James K. Polk, ol the same State,
four years; Unwell Cobb, of Georgia, two year.-;
Linn Boyd, of Kentucky, four years; and J as.

L. Orr, of South Carolina, two years, llenry
Clay, who enjoyed the longest continuous ser

vice, was undoubtedly tho most conspicuous of
all the Speakers. Bravo, eloquent, sooi.il, otn

bilious and unselfish, he commanded his partiwansalike by his courtesy and his courage.
Many a joke is told of the way iu which he
ruled the stormy body over which he presided.
I knew intimately Howell Cobb, Linn Boyd and
.lames L. Orr, the Speakers of tho Thirty-first,
Thirty-second. Thirty-third and Thirty fifth
Congresses, as I knew all their Northern sueceFSDrs,and can, therefore, understand th'
difficulties of Mr. Randall, the last Pennsylva
oianjust elected to tho same high position.
The rnowt delicate task of the Speaker is tho
appointment of his standing committees. Somelimesthe struggle for tho chairmanships is very
exciting; charges of bad faith, and even per
sonal collisions are not infrequent, 't hese stand

In
Mr. (.May's time the Speaker was frequently
on the llocr, and it, was his electricil clr<jnonce
that roused the ountry to resist (Jreat Britain
in our second and last war with that power.

border. More than once lie interrupted a meui

berwhom he supposed was reflecting upon himselfpersonally, lloady to fight at the drop ol
tho hat, ho permitted none to take liberties
with him. Fixing his eagle eyes upon the angry

voice, after the fall of his hammer had rung
like a shot through the hall, "Hoes the honorablemember refer to the Speak oftho House?"
which sounded so likj a challenge that tho as
