Another event of the week, said the preacher,
i3 the election, I am delighted with the result. 1t
was necessary that New York should elect tho
foremost gambler in the U. S, to the office
of State Senator before the people could reaiiza
the iofernal depth into which modern politics
could sink. We have reached thoe turaing point,
The election of John Morrissey to the office of
State Senator seemed to be a nceessity in order
that the people might realizz what we have
come to, and to make it more conspicuous he
has becn elected, not by his old time partisans,
but by republicans, Ilamilton Fish, Geoeral
Grant’s Seeretary of State, voted for him; Peter
Cooper, the friend of education and the founder
of a great institute, voted for him; the brown
stone fronts voted for him, the Jifth aveouo
cquipages voted for him, Marray 1lill votes for
him—if some of you had lived there you would
have voted for him. |Laughter.] Meaowhbile
gambling is made respectable. Three cheers
for the plug uglies and the dead beats and the
roughs of the Sixth ward. IFrom this clection
the tide turns; our cities will shake themselves
from the horrid incubus. We will have in all
our cities a no-candidate party, an organiz:d
and drilled association of men, who will serupu
lously abstsin from all nominatioos, but who
will pledgo itself to vote for that ome of the
candidates who has the most upright charac-
ter. When such a party as that is formed
the two political parties will not dare to nowmi-
pate rencgades, D2ceot men will hold the bal-
ance of power ia all our citics. You cannot ¢s-
cape the faot that you are to day a suljeet ol
the worst loaler in the United States. llis
diamonds, big as hen's eggs, can’t make him re
spectable while he goes on destroyiog youog
men and breakiog up more homes every day
than he can count oo histea fingers. Ior some
wise reason the Lord has allowed this retriba-
tion tofall, I think, te disgust, alarm and arouse
good people of the whole couatry, Our sister
city and the State can afford the disgrace ii the
reaction be so mighty as to put ao cud to John
Morrisseyism forever. It 1s in this light of
the subject that I consent cheerfully to the
election,

In our owa city of Brooklyn io the cluetion 1
take it as a glad omea that the tickerz of botk
parties were split and seratehed as ucver befero,
and men were voted for aceordingas the people
estimated their moral character, and 50 some
ran zhead of their ticket, others behind. 1
think the people wanted to koow who were the
best men, and hence all this splitting sud
scratching of tickets, The prospeoct is that by (he
time of our next election the question of mo-
rality will be first and the question of pariisan-
ship sccoad. [ take a wider view and look at
the clections throughout the country last Tues-
day., I take them to men just this—No morc
war between the North and the Soath.
(Applause.) In coosideration of what has
transpired the people have voted for bs
tional peace, In what a miserable prediea
ment are the politicians who wanted tokeep up
the old grudge. They want to be President—
they never can. A maa who thirteen years al-
ter the close of our national strife is still indulg-
ing the war spirit will never reach the Presi-
dential chair. On his head will rest the curse
of God and the nation. [Applause.] The
time is coming when ell the bailot boxes and
all the political offices are to be brought up uo-
der Christian isflaences, A religion that won't
tell a man how to vote as well as how to pray
is no relicion at all. How shall cur polilies be
purified ? Wil professional politicians do it ?
No. Will political orators do it? Ior the
most part, no, I stopped oo my way up the
strect during the last canvass at the demooratio
headquarters and heard there that all the re-
publicans were thicyes, At the republican
headquarters I heard that all the democrats
were villeiss, So I made up my mind that
neither of the political partics of the day is ablo
{o report in respeotto the other party. Whenee,
theo, the healing, purifying and clevating io-
fluences ? Irom the Word of God and the
Spirit of God and from o other source. I eall
oo men who believe in the Bitle acd the com-
ing of the judgment, wheno we must give an ac-
count of our votes, to join in a crusade against
the nefarious clements oow abroad.—New Yorlk
