On the oconfirmation of Mr, Stevens, as Min-
ister to Sweeden, yesterday, six republican
Senators ooly voted agaiost it; but the Presi-
dent must not taka that as proot’ of a hearty and
willing supvort. Lt really shows that six of his
party are bold epongh in their opposition to him,
pot ooly to weke no attempt to coooeal it, but
to inform him of it publiely; and if six are
as defiant as that,those at all familiar with poli.
ticians of the radical type will readily imagioe
that at least four times tliat number are secretly
opposed to him, asd are osnly prevented from
exhibiting that opposition by the koowledge
that uoder existing circumstances—those cir-
enmstauces being the support and assistaoee he
is pow reeaiving [row the demoerats—it woula
be ineffeotual. They are but bidiog their time,
and if the fatore shonld give them an oppor-
tuaity of manifestiog their real feelings toward
the man who has initiated a policy that has
brouzht peace, and that will briog pleniy, but
which sounded the death koell of radicalism,
all observant men will be surprised if they do
not avail themselves of it. Mr, Hayes's ehiel
rehaoce now is upon the democrats.

The newspaper organs of the radical party
say the “*‘masscs of the republican party have
never been io a mood to condone the offences
of the demceratic leaders, They distrust thew,
receive their protcestations of loyaliy to the flag
with skepticisio, and witness their gradual ac

* eession to power with anxiely.”” Now if they
would substitute the word leaders for “'masses’
of the republican party they would be more
correct, that is as far as relates to condoniog
the offences of the democrats and witnessing
their accession to power, for that even the
leaders reoeive their protestations of loyalty to
the flag with penuine skepticism wo do not be-
lieve, I'he masses of the republican party, io
our opinion, are willing to bury the animosities
of the war and to treat their countrymen of the
South as fellow citiz3ns, and we are strength-
cned in our belief by the support the Presi-
deot's pacilic policy receives among kis party,
but the Blaiaes, Butlers, Wades and Phillipses
can opever condone or cease to view with the
deepest anxiety the accession to power of aoy
party that will loosen their grasp upoo the
honors and cmoluments of the goveroment,

The Lee Monument Model.
Ricomonp, VA, Nov. 12, —Having ocea-
sion to cowe 1o this city on business, 1 siczed
the opportuoity of lookiog at the various models
in plaster of Paris of the cquestrian statue of
(Feoeral Lice, for the execution and ercction of
which national memorial money is still wauting,
The specimeo models clustered in the ocapitol
are very numerous, and in some iostances very
haudsome aod elaborate, Opinions, of course,
will very as to the most appropriate, aod after
all, perhaps, the ooc on which the honor of
selection may fall, will fail to hit the publie
idea. Both in Kngland and Ameriea the statnes
of illustrious men are fatlures, if not in execu-
tion, at least in desizo and coneception. Now
nearly ail ot the maodels of Lee’s statuerepre-
seot biw io a hat. and his hersa in a2 quiet, al-
wust stationary, position, The modero slouch
hat, as woin by the Coofederate officers, is an
inclegant, uoclassical picee of head gear. Ifit
were charaoteristie, hke the peculiar little
chapesu of the great Napoleon, or a checse-
cutting, fore and after, like that affected by
the great-Dake of Welliogton, or the three:
corpered cocked hat of Frederick of Prussia, (as
fossilizad in the statue at Berlin,) it might be
accepted a3 a part of General Loe himself; as
it is I regard it as objectionable. Then the
statiosary position of the horse is just as sug
gestive of a farmer lookiog over his acres as of
a commanding officer surveyiog a field of battle.
I'bere 1s cuch a stiff, wonotooous fieure of a
horse in the cquestriav statue of Wellington,
opposite hisresidence, in Hyde Park, that it is
to this hour a snbjeat of criticism and satire.
No, a statue should, in my humbie opinion, be,
to all respeets, a deseription in marble of the
profession, ay well as the lincaments and ap
peodages of the subjeet, and holding (his
opinion, I think the model of Lee, without his
hat, weariog his sword, while his horse ap-
pears to be snoriing in his eagerness for the
fray, will be the most popular, as it is uceues-
tionably tho most avimated of the lot. The
only objeotion that I can urge to the figure is
that the legs of the ridec.hapg rather too low
beneath the horse’s belly, The horss appears
to have been copied from some painting or
figure of a high mettled Arab, and is very pio-

. taresque, il waotiog io exactoess, I do mot
koow the name of the scalptor who sends in
this eoneeption of the proper thing, nor indeed
are any of the names given, but he decidedly
bears away the palm for the vigor and origi-
oality of his treatment of a very interestiog and
serious subject.

A dispateh from Jacksonville, Ill., says:—
