Giam Baptiste Salvitelli, an
Ttalian Catholic priest, and the defendaot the
Right Rev. Archbishop Peter R. Keodrick.
About a mooth ago Father Salvatelli, who was
the priest 1n charge of St. Bopaventure church,
in this eity, had a serious difficulty with bis
eongregation, the latter chargiog the pastor
with the uo less heinous erime thao tkat of rob-
biog the church of two valuable piotures, one
of the Crucifizion and one of St. Franecis, to-
gether with valuable altar oroamecnts, vessels,
angels, &2 Arobbishop Kendrick teok the
matter in haod, aod peremptorily dismissed
the priest and restored tho property to the
churcb. Tho expeiled pricst now briogs suil
to recover the articles named, or their value,
alleging that they are his own private property,
and that he had a right to take them, snd also
for eight years' salary, first at $1,000 per
year, and subscquently $1,700, the total aggre-
gatc amouut claimed being placed at $11,200.
The case cxoites considerable interest, espeel-
ally among Catholies, and it is expeeted that
there will be some racy developments with ref-
orenoe Lo the manazement of St. Booaventare
church by Father Salvatelli.”
