Landslide on tiie Canal..The Cumber
land Alleganiao givos the followiog particulars
of the accident at the eanSl tuooel, which was

briefly mentioned yesterday. It says :

"Yesterday morning, about 3 o'clock, a landslideoccurred on the canal at the Three Looks,
one hundred yards east of the tunnel, breaking
two flumes and two lock gates, and so damaging
the canal as to delay the passage of boats for a

considerable length of time. The tunnel is
about 30 miles from this city. Nearly all the
light boats on the canal arc between the place
ot the accident aud Georgetown, leaving about
sixty boats this side of the tuooel. Judging
from the average number of boats that leave
daily, those now in port can be loaded in two

days. As it will take the remaioder of the
week to repair the damage, only the few boats
that passed the tunnel previous to theacoident
will arrive in port before next Tuesday. This
accident keeps not only the men at the wharves
comparatively idle, but also those men who
have been eogaged in hauling coal from the
mines to this city. The acciucDt, however, is
one that could not possibly have boon avoided.
No ono oan tell the effect produced by a heavy
shower until eomewhile after its occurrence,1
and the earrh gives way without any warning
whatever.
