TuNNeLing THE HupsoN,—Thoe promoters
of the Hudson River tuonel eoterprisc have
been in oonsultation duriog the past two days
in Jersey City makiog preparations for tho re-
sumption of work., Aocording to plans approv-
od the great boro will be tweoty-six feel in
width, tweoty four feet in height and sixty-five
feet in depth on the Jersey side. The walls
will bo constructed of brick and cement. The
length of the tuonel will be about two miles.
The length from the foot of the shalt at the wa-
ter line on the Jersey shora to the depot 1a
Jersey City will be 1,750 feet, the grade ascend-
ing 80 as to leave 8 good depth uader the bed
of the river.
